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INTRODUCTION.

IN this Catalogue are described the objects, now in New Delhi, recovered by Sir
Aurel Stein during his Expeditions of 1906-8 and 1913-16 into Chinese Turkestan.

The sketch-map at the end of the Catalogue shows approximately the routes followed
by him, which are, in the main, the old trade routes by which contact was established
between China and the West from about the second century B.C.

It will be seen that the great expanse of the Taklamakin with the Iop desert and the
dry sea-bed of Lop-ndor to the east lies between Kashgar at its western end and Tun-
huang at its eastern end ; the distance between these points being about a thousand miles
and its greatest width from north to south nearly six hundred miles. Further east is
the desert area of the Pei-shan, the basin of the Su-lo-ho lying along its southern edge.
Still further to the east is the Etsin-gol basin stretching in a NNE. direction from the
Kan-chou oasis and marking the eastern limit of the territory we are considering.

This great arid tract is practically surrounded by mountain ranges. On the north
lies the T’ien-shan range, on the south, the K’un-lun. These are joined at their western
extremities by the Pamirs and at their eastern end they tend to converge in the Nan-shan,
a continuation of the K’un-lun.

The old lines of communication between China and the West skirt the Taklamakan.
The oldest or southern route runs along the northern foot of the K’un-lun range. The
““ new route of the north,” opened about the year 2 A.D., takes a course probably slightly
west of Hami and bearing in a north-westerly direction to Guchen, north of the Turfan
oasis, and thence south-west and west along the succession of oases lying at the southern
foot of the T’ien-shan to Kashgar. The “ route of the centre ” is older than the northern
route and skirted the northern edge of the Great Salt Sea (Lop-nor) towards Lou-lan in
the desert. Passing through Lou-lan it connected with the northern route probably at
Ying-p’an.!

These three routes diverge from Yii-mén-kuan, the “ Jade Gate,” a fortified post
located by Sir Aurel Stein slightly west of Tun-huang.? Between that point and Kan-
chou to the east the only practicable road lies along the basin of the Su-lo-ho. It was
essential that this corridor should be securely held and to protect it against the raids of
northern nomads the Emperor Wu-ti, about the end of the second century B.C., built
an extension of the Great Wall from Su-chou westwards, with Watch Towers at suitable
intervals along 1t.3 '

From very early times, along the borders of this great desert region, wherever water
was to be found and existence for man and beast rendered thereby possible, petty kingdoms

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have arisen, generally feudatory to states more powerful than themselves, and have
suffered precarious and chequered existence. The stability of such settlements, along the
northern border especially, was subject to disturbance by the many hardy and adventurous
nomadic tribes from Mongolia and further west; these tribes were ever restless, always
seeking fresh pastures and endeavouring to establish themselves on the trade routes
between China and the West, a position offering opportunities for immediate pecuniary
aggrandizement from passing caravans and providing a useful argument in political
bargaining. On the south were the Tibetans, who, also ambitious for wider power, were
successful in the eighth century A. D. in gaining temporary control over Chinese Turkestin.4

China’s necessity for keeping open her trade routes produced periods of comparative
peace whenever her power was strong enough to enforce the observance of treaties and
agreements or to dominate the other kingdoms and tribes.

We may now briefly review the position of the principal sites which have contributed
objects of archaeological interest to the collection.

Starting from Kashgar, the old or southern route passes south-east through Yarkand
and Kargbalik to Khotan. Karghalik, identified by Sir Aurel Stein as the ancient
kingdom of Ché-chii-chia,® was an important centre of the Mahayina sect of Buddhists,
as recorded by the Chinese Buddhist pilgrim, Fa-hsien,8 who visited it in the beginning
of the fifth century A.D., but in decline when Hsuan-tsang passed through it about the
middle of the seventh century.” In or near the oasis of Khotan are Yotkan, the ancient
capital of Khotan, and Ak-terek. About ten miles to the north, in the desert, is Rawak.
Further to the east lie the ancient sites of Domoko, Khadalik, Farhad-Bég-yailaki and
Balawaste. About fifty miles north of Domoko, in the desert, is the ancient site of
Dandan-oilik.® Further north and slightly west of Dandan-oilik is Mazar-tagh.

Continuing eastward from Domoko the route passes through Niya. Eighty miles
north lie the ruins of an ancient settlement, the wooden framing of the houses rising gaunt
from the desert sand, and after 1,600 years still showing much of the rich carving in a style
that recalls the Graeco-Buddhist stone reliefs familiar from the ruined Buddhist sites
along the North-West Frontier of India. It was here that in 1901 Sir Aurel Stein made
his momentous discovery of a great collection of ancient wooden documents written in
Kharosthi character and belonging to a peried not later than the third century A.D.

To the east of Niya are the ruins of Endere and continuing through Charchan, Vash-
shahri and Charkhlik, Miran is reached. The extremely interesting wall paintings of about.
the third century A.D., now set up in Room III of the Central Asian Antiquities Museum,
were brought by Sir Aurel Stein from two ruined Stdpas at Miran.?

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Skirting the southern edge of the great dried-up salt sea of Lop the route leads to Tun-
huang. About ten miles to the south-east are the Cave Shrines of Ch’ien-fo-tung
(Thousand Buddhas). From one of these shrines was recovered the great find of painted
silk banners, woven and embroidered textiles and thousands of Chinese and other MSS.

At a distance of about 140 miles across the desert north-east of Charkhlik, the ancient
capital of Lop, is Lou-lan, through which ran the ancient middle route or “ route of the
centre.” Many important finds were made here of written documents, textiles of various
kinds and miscellaneous objects including relics of the Stone Ages from Palaeolithic
downwards.

Lying to the north of Tun-huang and running from east to west is the ancient frontier
wall or limes already referred to, built to protect this part of the route from attack by the
Hsiung-nu or Huns from the north. Its western end rests close to the terminal marsh
basin of the Su-lo-ho and in its western course the wall passes through An-hsi and thence
on to Mao-mei on the Etzin-gol river, a total length to that point of 300-400 miles. The
great quantity of objects found in the Watch Towers punctuating its course, has added
considerably to our knowledge of the everyday life of the people passing along the wall
and more particularly affords us intimate glimpses of the military administration of the
limes garrisons.1?

Further to the east are Su-chou and on the border of China proper, Kan-chou.
Through Su-chou runs the Pei-ta-ho and, as a feeder to the Etzin-gol flows north-east to
join the latter river at Mao-mei. The course of the Etzin-gol is north-east, passing
within a short distance of Khara-khoto, about 135 miles from Mao-mei. From An-hsi
on the Su-lo-Ho, some 200 miles along the limes west of Mao-mei, a trade route takes a
north-west direction through Hami, the point so often subjected to aggression of the
Hsiung-nu from the north and held intermittently by them and the Chinese respectively
as the power of the Chinese waxed and waned.

West of Hami lies the oasis of Turfan with the Buddhist cave shrines of Bezeklik, the
burial ground of Astana and the ancient city of Daqidnts-shahri the present Kara-khoja.
Wall paintings from some ot the shrines, dating from the fifth century A. D. onwards were
removed and are now in the Central Asian Antiquities Museum.!! Continuing westward
and slightly south the road passes through Karashahr, Korla, Ak-su and Maral-bashi to
Kishgar and so completes the circuit of the desert.

In those parts of the actual desert explored by Sir Aurel Stein quantities of stone
implements found by him bear testimony to the wanderings of nomadic people in the
prehistoric past over places which now, through utter absence of water, are incapable of
supporting any form of Lfe.

viii INTRODUCTION.

The objects forming the collection were discovered on the sites of ancient Buddhist
shrines, secular buildings, military stations, burial grounds and camping places on or
near to the old trade routes.

Shrines established to satisfy a psychological urge have sometimes more favourable
chances of survival than ordinary dwellings. They may be caves burrowed in the hill-
side or, if free-standing buildings were perhaps rather more substantially constructed than
those of secular purpose. The persistence of the sanctity of sites consecrated in the past
to some form of worship and adapted from time to time to conform with the changing
spiritual and hierarchical requirements of successive generations of devotees, is also a
phenomenon of widespread incidence and whether sustained by custom or reverence or
by mere superstitious regard, secures to such places a measure of protection. Icono-
clastic enthusiasm may periodically wreak great destruction or the temptation to consider
an ancient disused building as a convenient quarry for local needs may sometimes hasten
Nature’s processes of dissolution. But even when destruction isfar advanced the debris
often yields many remains which properly interpreted afford useful information to the
archaeologist.

Ordinary dwellings have generally been constructed of such ephemeral material that
in a relatively brief period after their desertion almost nothing of their structure remains;
but scattered about the site may be found instructive “rubbish.” From such rejected
trifles have come the earliest known papet and silk while documents in ancient scripts and
languages of very great archwological and epigraphical importance have rewarded search
in ancient waste deposits.

Where conditions of soil and climate have been favourable, as for instance in Lou-
lan and Astana, burials have preserved objects of the greatest interest. From the former
area have come some of the earliest known silks woven to fine designs and in beautiful
colouring still bright after their nearly 2,000 years of burial. The graves of Astina in
Turfan, where the natural conditions are not quite so favourable for preservation as those
of Lou-lan, have yielded very varied material of the latter half of the sixth century A.D.
to the middle of the eighth. The character of design and weaving of textiles from these
later graves has added an important contribution to our knowledge of the migration of
pattern and the weaver’s technique. The earlier Chinese weaver’s skill in construction
and design shown in the Lou-lan silks maintains its quality in the later fabrics of Astina
but reveals development along lines influenced by the West.

To the Chinese custom of burying with the dead those things which were used in the
funebrial rites and which it was conceived would be needed in the next world we are
indebted for the conservation of a variety of interesting commonplace articles found in
the Astina graves—cerements composed partly of old but beautiful silk fabrics, small
‘““ vanity ” baskets or boxes containing toilet requisites and cash, various kinds of food in
bowls and jars, bread and fancy cakes of astonishingly modern appearance. Clay models
of servanis and attendants, mounted and on foot, indicate the survival in a modified form,
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of the early custom, which, it is recorded, enjoined that the deceased should be accompanied
on his extra-mundane wanderings by a fitting retinue of actual persons; a custom practised
down to late in the Ch’ou dynasty (1122-255 B.C.) and perhaps confirmed by a recent
discovery of a grave in China containing the skeletons of persons so sacrificed. Through
the teaching of Confucius it is said, the custom was modified and the substitution of clay
effigies was declared adequate provision for the discharge of post mortem needs.

In the ruins of dwellings and offices of Chinese and indigenous officials of the Han
dynasty in the Lou-lan area were found a number of textile fragments, MSS. on wood,
paper and silk and a quantity of miscellaneous objects. Among these finds were pieces
of the earliest known pile carpets, tapestry, silk and other fabrics. Coins, and docu-
ments in Kharosthi, Chinese and Sogdian were discovered in considerable numbers.
Many of the Chinese documents were dated and afford evidence that active official life
functioned there down to about the fourth century A.D. Most of the documents were,
however, much earlier.

In the two or three centuries before and after the beginning of our era, paper, being
either unknown or perhaps just appearing in China and not yet obtainable far beyond that
country, there seems to have been a certain freedom of choice in the material used for writ-
ing and we find wood, leather and silk among the mediums used for this purpose. Silk
and bamboo seem to have been so used in China both before and after the invention of
paper. Further west the more usual material appears to have been wood.

As already mentioned a great quantity of wooden stationery was discovered by Sir
Aurel Stein at the ancient site of Niya in the desert eighty miles north of the present place
of that name, during his 1900-1 expedition. This appears to have been chiefly used by
non-Chinese correspondents and scribes. The script known as Kharosthi was employed
and the documents were mainly of two kinds to which the designations (determined by
their forms) ‘ wedge-shaped ” and “ rectangular ” have been given. Each complete docu-
ment of these types consists of two tablets, an upper or covering tablet and an under one.
These fitted each other accurately and a document was ““ closed” by placing the written
surfaces face to face. An ingeniously devised string fastening secured by a clay seal
effectually prevented unauthorised inspection or tampering. See fig. L, p. 25. Narrow
slips of bamboo were customary for Chinese records and when several slips constituted a
single document they were strung together concertina-wise, the pagination being indicated
at the upper end of each slip.!* Further discoveries of wooden stationery were made by
Sir Aurel Stein at other sites during his subsequent expeditions.

The strongly marked influence of China in design, colour and craftsmanship declare
itself throughout the collection, while that of Tibet and the Uigurs is also apparent at
certain periods. The Hellenistic influence expressed in the Buddhist art of the territories

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in the NW. of India was carried across Chinese Turkestan by the spread of Buddhism and,
modified by Sasanian influence, was happily assimilated in the later pottery, textiles and
relief work.

The arrangement of the Descriptive Catalogue is by sites, commencing with the
Khotan Oasis in the west and following the old or southern route towards the east, return-
ing by the later route through Hami and the Turfan Oasis and ending with the Helmand
Delta in Sistan.

Sir Aurel Stein’s official reports of his three expeditions are :—ANCIENT KHOTAN,
1907 ; SERINDIA, 1921 ; INNERMOST ASIA, 1928. Popular accounts of his first two
expeditions are his LAND BURIED RUINS OF KHOTAN, 1903 and DESERT CATHAY,
1912.



GENERAL NOTE ON MATERIALS AND CRAFTS.

Stone Implements.

Worked stones of paleolithic, neolithic and chalcolithic periods were found abundantly
in the region of the Tarim Basin and in Sistin. They consist mainly of blades, scrapers,
arrow-heads and a few celts. Several ““ cores ” were found, testifying to a certain amount
of local production. The materials are jasper, chert, chalcedony, cornelian, jade, etc.
The jade celt numbered L. A. 00145 and the neolithic arrow-heads C. xxv. 02 and L. K.
0111 are of particularly good workmanship.

Pottery

Next to stone implements pottery is the most enduring of the productions of human
handicraft and is also one of Man’s earliest creative efforts. Its simplest purpose is to
provide vessels to contain water and to serve as cooking pots, superseding perhaps the
gourd, nut-shell, skin or whatever natural object served the same purposes. Such purely
utilitarian wares are usually produced in the locality of the demand and are made of the
local clay, by traditional methods often giving identical results at widely separated periods.
If there be no distinguishing decorative treatment or a datable form, an unglazed pots-
herd of 2000 B.C. may be no different from one of recent date.

Sir Aurel Stein, in his Reports, points out that in the deserts of Taklamakan and
Sistan the action of wind is perpetually removing the soil in the form of fine dust while
heavier particles such as coins, pottery fragments, stone artefacts, etc., remain; with the
result that such objects, while being the production of different ages are frequently lying
together on the surface and it is therefore only in the case of types of pottery having
features identifiable with datable specimens from elsewhere that approximate periods can
be assigned to fragments found in such desert sites.

In the Lop desert fragments of roughly made pottery found associated with typical
neolithic stone implements may be of the same period but are too crude in character
for certainty. It is however probable that the hard-fired specimens from ancient sites
are of the chalcolithic age. Among these may be included “ mat marked ” fragments
such as L. B. IV. ii-v. 006 which is hand-made—that is, not thrown on the wheel. =

Practically every site investigated contributed pottery fragments ranging in the aggre-
gate from neolithic to late Muhammadan times, The earliest examples to which an
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approximate period can be reasonably assigned are those from Shahr-i-S6khta, R. R. 1.,
II., IIL, etc., in Sistan. Discoveries made elsewhere of similar early pottery indicate
that the same culture extended ‘‘ from central China through Baluchistan, Persia, Meso-
potamia, Transylvania and Thessaly.”?® Most of the Sistin fragments are wheel-made.
In some types the material and workmanship are coarse and rather crude, as for example
K. G. 01. a, S. 8. 01., etc., but there is a type of thin slate-grey ware of remarkable porcelain-
like density and hardness; for example, K. G. 039 and 0127, R. R. XVII. 08, etc. The
painted patterns are mostly geometrical, composed of the triangle, square and circle as
elements, and there is too, an indication that plant and animal forms were used. The
character of the painting, more especially on the cruder kind of ware, gives the impression
of having been applied, not with a brush, but with a chisel-pointed reed or similar tool.
Such examples as R. R. XIII. 018, 8. S. 01 and S. 8. 050 exhibit the peculiar quality of
line referred to.l

The unpainted Sistin ware is more difficult to date but fragments having simple
incised patterns similar to the painted ones are perhaps chalcolithic. Compare,. for
example, Sal. 03, Burg-i-Afghan 02 and Gha. Ta. 03 and 05 with Md. (R. R.) IL. 07 and
S. 8. 024; or S. 8. 051 and R. R. III. 011 with R. R. VII. o1.

Among the neolithic and chalcolithic pottery in this collection there is no evidence of
the use of handles or spouts.

The use of vitreous glazes in Chinese Turkestan seems to have been introduced from
China, the earliest examples from Lou-Lan, Tun-huang, Toyuk, etc., showing characteris-
tics of Chinese craftsmanship of the Han and T’ang dynasties, and Sung pottery was
found at many sites. Architectural pottery was probably also a Chinese introduction
and is represented by several pieces. The most striking is the boldly modelled green-
glazed foliate fragment K. K. I.06. See also the hollow ornamental bricks Chiao. 08,
K. K. 1. 1. 03 and the roof tiles K. K. I. 1. 01, E. G. 07 and Chiao. 0l.

The fragments of coloured and glazed brickwork -from the Madrasah built by Shah
Rukh, A.D. 1444 at Khargird in Sistan are typical Muhammadan work and exhibit three
methods of treatment. Khar. 021, 025 are fragrments of tile mosaic or inlay. Khar. 02
is painted in imitation of inlay. Khar. 03, 019, etc., make no pretence to be anything but
painted tiles. The specimens of inlay have carefully cut and ground edges to the separate
pieces, producing fine joints between the parts. The cutting and grinding were done
after the pieces had been fired.

A few pieces of a somewhat unusual type are of warm buff-coloured body coated with
a dark brown glaze and decorated by scraping away the glaze (before firing) to produce a
ground against which the pattern, reserved in the glaze, stands in bold contrast and in
slight relief. See K. E. V. 020, K. K. 0116, etc.

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A remarkable example of the potter’s, or perhaps more correctly, the glass worker’s
skill is the fragment of a small bowl of lammellar structure, K. E. o01.

At Yotkan, identified as the ancient Capital of Khotan, a very interesting kind of
unglazed “ terra-cotta ” ware was produced. It is made of a fine clean clay which lent
itself admirably to modelling and moulding and full advantage was taken of this quality
in the production of lavishly decorated vessels. In fact a large proportion of the fragments
recovered are decorative details, generally moulded, which have become detached from the
walls of vessels to which they had been applied. The cementing of such ornaments to
a vessel is a troublesome matter and the Khotan potters were not always successful with
it. It frequently happens that the symmetrical halves of a decorative handle, each half
cast in a separate mould, in the form of a grotesque beast, have come apart, as for example
Yo. 087. a-d and Yo. 089. a-b; or a head such as Yo. 0024. n. has hecome detached.

Graeco-Buddhist influence gives a characteristic note to all this Yotkan pottery. The
Gorgoneion plaque Yo. 018, the acanthus at the attachments of handles, the Bacchie
figure holding up a rhyton, Yo. 08 and other examples proclaim their Hellenic origin as
do also many of the shapes of vessels such as the miniature amphora Yo. 0014. a.

The Khotan potter’s practice was not restricted to the making of pots. The fashion-
ing of human and animal figurines must have engaged much of his time judging from the
large numbecs found. They seem to have been intended mainly as tiifles to amuse, a
presumption consonant with the recorded light hearted character of the people; or they
may have been used as votive offerings or charms. In some cases they were pcobably
intended for the decoration of vessels. To which category such detached heads as Yo.
009. h. 1, etc., should be assigned it is not possible at present to decide. The coiffures of
these and many others are extremely interesting and the types of face and costume, well
worthy of study.

Monkey figurines were found in quantities, very cleverly modelled partly by hand
and partly in moulds. Whether intended for votive purposes or not they served as a
medium for caricaturing the habits and character of the people of the day.®* Their
pleasure in music is shown by the many examples of the monkey playing the guitar, the
syrinx and the drum and their reputed lax morality is reflected in a large section of the
figurines. The modelling of the heads is often admirable and a keen sense of humour
expressed in many of the faces adds to the attractivemess of these little figures. The
better modelled monkeys aim at naturalness but another type is pure caricature with the
head suggestive of that of the owl.

Beads.

Of all forms of personal ornament probably beads are the most widespread. They
are found in endless variety practically throughout the world and have maintained their
popularity from the most remote times down to the present day.

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In this collection are beads of glass, stone, bone, ivory, metal, etc. Glass beads
are of many colours and often made in imitation of precious and semi-precious stones such
as emerald, turquoise, amethyst, sapphire and cornelian, while gilt and clear glass beads
are found in considerable numbers, Their forms are spherical, plain and fluted ; ellipsoidal ;
barrel ; polygonal ; lenticular; ovoid, etc. Many of the small glass beads were made
in strips, “ segmented,” probably blown in a mould and afterwards divided either into.
single beads or into rows of two or more, as in the example L. R. 1i. 02.

A peculiar form of glass bead is dark opaque grey, perhaps originally black, with
spots of opaque white each bearing a spot of translucent green or other colour enamel,
the white serving to throw a reflected light through the colour. This type has been found:
in several parts of Chinese Turkestin, in Egyptian burials of about 3000 to 4000 B.C. at.
the site of a Greek Colony in Kertch founded in the 7th century B.C., and in Anglo-Saxon
and earlier burials in various parts of England from about the 3rd century B.C. to the
6th or 7th century A.D. Badr. 0399 is a fragment of this kind of bead but in this case
the body of the bead is translucent dark wine-red. There are also several varieties of
marbled and millefiori beads which are even more widely distributed.

Stone beads and amulets are of agate, amethyst, cornelian, crystal, heamatite,
malachite, jade, lapis lazuli, etc. ~Among cornelian beads is a type bearing simple geometri-
cal patterns worked upon the surface by a process which produces a creamy-white line and
somewhat resembles inlay.'¢

This type has been found at Ur in Mesopotamia among the antiquities of Mohenjo--
daro in Sind, in Baluchistan, in Scythian Kurgins of the Crimea and West Siberia as well
as in various parts of Chinese Turkestin and may be seen sometimes worn by the coolie
women of Darjiling to-day. Whether these last are ancient or modern has not yet been
ascertained.

The drilling of certain stone and metal beads shows that extremely fine drills were
sometimes used. A remarkable example is that of the metallic (pyrites) cubical beads
sewn on to a fragment of very fine crimson silk found in one of the Lou-lan grave pits.
(See L. C. 09. a).

Small amulets may be conveniently grouped with beads inasmuch as they are provided
with the means of being threaded on a cord in the same way as beads, with which they
were often mixed. In fact many beads are themselves amulets. Miniature birds and
animals are common, as are also small bronze ““cat” bells. Besides charms to protect
against evil influences many of the amulets worn by women as for instance Yul. 055, were
probably in propitiation of the deity of fecundity.

The amphora-shaped pendants M. iv. 01-02 made of opaque frit glazed with cobalt-
tinted glaze, recalls the similar forms made in gold, frequently used in Greek necklaces.

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Metal.

Copper and Bronze and Brass.—Copper seems to have been first employed for the
fashioning of arrow-heads and other weapons in supersession of stone and at an early petiod
its use was extended and increased until with the march of cultural development it is
found providing finger rings and other personal ornaments, buckles, mirrors, seals and
numberless objects incidental to the civilization of the moment. The admixture of other
metals with copper was, quite early, discovered to have certain practical
especially in casting, and so we have various kinds of bronze. The termn
is used in this Catalogue to indicate all objects of copper or bronze.

Arrow-heads.—The type (a) of arrow-head most frequently met with by Sir Aurel
Stein in the Tarim Basin is that which seems to have formed the regulation ammunition
in Han times, when the Watch Stations of the Chinese l¢mes, now in ruins, were in active
commission. There are many sizes and shapes of this arrow-head but generally it is
short, triangular in cross-section with a shoit necking of hexagonal section at its base and
a rather obtuse point at tip. The three sides are flat, the cross-section showing a straight-
sided equilateral triangle. Inserted in the centre of the necking is an iron tang with the
lower end projecting several inches for housing into the arrow shaft. Where the transi-
tion from triangle to hexagon occurs the three salient edges of the upper triangular part
project beyond the alternate sides of the hexagonal necking and this projection forms a
rudimentary barb, which is sometimes made more efficient by prolongation downwards.
The inclination of the triangular sides towards the tip is more or less acute resulting in

different degrees of sharpness at the point. Examples of the obtuse point are L. A. 0017,
0069, 0082.

There is another type (b)) which may be called hollow-sided. In cross-section it is a
concave-sided triangle, the three vertical, tapering blades set round a hollow stem and
joining in a common point at the tip and with a barb at the lower end of each blade, as
in Kum. 01. The line of the edge of the blade varies in different specimens from straight,
as in Kum. 01 and Lal 8. 015, to a beautiful cutting curve as in Kucha. 069. In this type
the shaft of the arrow must be fitted with some kind of tang to engage with the tapering
hollow stem of the arrow-head. In the Kum. 01 example an iron tang remains.

There are a few fragments of spear or javelin heads.

Mirrors.—The collection has besides several complete examples, many fragments of

metal mirrors, some quite small pieces but a few sufficiently large to show the scheme of
decoration.

In the East, as in Egypt, Greece and Rome the mirror was an object upon which the
worker in metal exercised much of his artistic and technical taste and skill. Apart from
the fact that the ritual of the toilet was elaborate, as amply attested by Chinese drawings
and paintings and that the appointments of the “ dressing table,” including the indispen-
sable mirror, would naturally accord with ideas of luxury of the moment, it appears also

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that mirrors were valued as talismans and that they were often destined for this purpose
rather than for use as mirrors.'?

Their shape is generally circular, with edges either scalloped oc plain. The rim is
thickened and moulded on the back only and in the centre is a raised boss, pierced laterally
to take a cord to form a loop for convenience in holding. There are often several smaller
bosses or “ nipples ” disposed symmetrically on the surface between the mouldings and
central boss and included in the decorative scheme of that surface. The face or reflecting
surface of the mirror is quite plain and often silvered.

In early examples the decoration is in very low relief and is little more than a linear
treatment. The technique suggested by the result is that the design was originally
incised, punched or scratched on a soft surface of wax or clay or soapstone from which a
wax or clay ** squeeze ” was taken and on this, additions were built up in relief as required.
When finished the “* squeeze ” or positive served as the original from which the moulds for
metal-casting were taken. The LVT mirrors, so called because of the presence in the
design of shapes resembling those three letters, are of this early type and date from the
Later Han period or earlier. L. B. V. 006 is an example and shows part of the central
square surrounding the boss (missing), part of one ““ nipple” and, near the edge, a double-
line V. A bid occurs in part of the space between the central square and the border.
L. A. 0107 is a complete mirror of this type in its simplest form. Other examples of early
types are L. C. 013 and L. A. 0124.

Late: mirrors have designs in more plastic relief, often beautifully modelled, as for
example T. 004 which shows part of a flying pheenix. A small silver mirror of simple
design was included in the lacquered ‘ vanity ”” box found in one of the Astana graves—
Ast. ix. 2.03, belonging to the 7th or 8th century A.D. (T’ang).

Of later date and of an entirely different type are the two mirrors from Kara-khoja,
numbered Kao. 61 and II1.02. These have no central boss but a handle projecting from
the edge as in many Greek examples, but perfectly plain. The subjects of the decoration
on the backs are described under their respective numbers in the body of the Catalogue.

Finger rings.—The collection contains many types of these from a simple flat band to
more elaborate forms with various kinds of bezel to hold a jewel, as L. A. 00118 and L. F.
1. 02. DMany of the lighter types of ““ dress ” or jewelled rings are built up, that is to say,
are made of various parts soldered together. The more massive, seal rings are cast in
moulds and have a flat table, usually elliptical, which bears the device in ntaglio. At
each end of the table is a greatly thickened shoulder giving strength to the junction of
table and ring.

Seals.—The custom of using seals for purposes of security, identification and authori-
zation is very ancient in the East and Near East. The cylinder seals of pre-historic times
found in Mesopotamia, in the Sind Valley and elsewhere are perhaps the earliest yet dis-
covered. The more usual, and also later, forms met with in Chinese Turkestin are non-

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eylindrical.  The seal ring, mentioned above, which could be worn on the finger has
obvious advantages and seems to have been very popular. In the Rimayina we are
told how Hanlman when he found Sita in Ceylon, produced to her as his credentials the
Ring of Réma engraved with Rama’s name. The coarseness of workmanship and crude-
ness of design generally found in this type of seal suggests that it was produced cheaply,
perhaps by the village smith, often for the use of illiterate people. Other types of bronze
seals are square, oblong, circular, elliptical and polygonal, with very varied devices, from
a few vague lines to heraldic beasts, such as Kucha 0120; or they may be characters or
ornamental devices. The back of the seal is furnished with a shank for holding and
pierced through the shank is a hole for a cord. All the metal seals seem to have been
cast in moulds.

Figurines.—A few small Buddhist figures cast in solid bronze are in the collection.
but they are not very good. The standing Buddha, Kara-khoja 001 is of the usual
Gandhéara type but poorly executed.

Divscellaneous.—Many buckles and fragments of buckles of all sizes show how exten-
sively this form of fastening was used. And the necessity for it becomes apparent upon
examination of the elaborate military and ceremonial costumes depicted in the frescos,
silk paintings and drawings in the Collection. The same may be said of buttons and
“tags”’ (belt-and strap-ends). The commonest type of buckle is the ordinary modern
kind with “D” and movable tongue hinged to a fixed bar, such as Yul. 013. Bu:
within this type there are many varieties showing skill and taste in general form and in
the scheming of the different surfaces of the framework. Examples are Yul. 016, L. Ii.
ili. 03 and many others. The rivets still retained by many buckles and tags show thas
they have been attached to leather or some equally tough and solid material. There ave
also gracefully curved hooks for attachment to the belt by means of a projecting stud near
the upper end.

The collection contains many fragments of spoons (Kha. 053 is a complete example),
“grelot ”’ bells, studs, buttons and objects not always identified. The variety of purposes
for which copper and bronze were used and the general quality of craftsmanship show
great skill in metal working and particularly in casting.

A few brass objects were found, such as rings, buckles and ferrules, the mirror Kao.
111.02 already mentioned and the amulets Toy. 063 and Kao. IIL.O11.

Gold.—Very few specimens of the goldsmith’s craft have survived the attentions of
the treasure-seeker of the past and those which have are insignificant but show considecr-
able skill in soldering. The graceful ear-or nose-rings N. 03 and L. K. Fort 07 are dainty
examples. (Gilding on bronze was often employed as in the example Yo. 00147.

Iron.—In the Former Han Annals mention is made of iron being found in the moun-
tains of Shan-shan, identified by Sir Aurel Stein with the Western Kurul-tigh.'*

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The use of iron seems to have been well known in certain localities, while copper
and bronze were still being employed for arrow-heads, spear-heads, etc. As already men-
tioned iron was used for the tangs of bronze arrow-heads of, perhaps, the first century
AD. In Loulan and along the limes many fragments were found, including snaffle-
bits for horses, cast iron ““shoes” or blades for hoes, knives, a large buckle (C. cvii. 07)
and a drill known as a centre-bit (T. 02). This kind of drill is used for making the circle-
and-dot ornament often found on ivory and bone objects of all periods. T. XLVI. h. 04
resembles Chinese ‘‘ knife money,” a kind of currency dating back to a very early period.
At Niya very few traces of iron were found but among them some fragments of a cast iron
cauldron (N. 025). All the foregoing probably date back to the 3rd century A.D. at
latest and some possibly much earlier.

Of a later period are the cauldrons, knives, and miscellaneous things from Kara-
khoji. Many of these were found heaped together as though ready for removal and in
one of the bronze cooking pots, Kao. I11.09, comprised in the heap were a number of
copper coins of various T’ang and Sung issues, the latter in fresh condition, from which it has
been assumed that this cache was formed not later than the beginning of the twelfth century
AD™ The objects themselves may be much older, being evidently worn and damaged at
the time of being collected. Among them is an interesting tubular padlock Kao. II1.0168,
of a type still in use in Japan. An example is in the Shosoin collection and the British
Museum has similar locks of ancient Greek and Roman make, the latter found on a Roman
site in England. The shallow dishes with scalloped sides, Kao. III. 0101-0103, are remarkably
free from oxidation and present a surface closely resembling tin plate. They have the
appearance of having been shaped by dies. That such a process was practised at least on a
small scale, is evidenced by the bronze ornament Kao. 015 which appears to be moulded,
and by the small mould or die Kao. 016. But to stamp such large shapes as these dishes
in sheet ivon, a pair of dies and very considerable pressure would be needed.

The interesting Lknife blades, Kao. II1.0170-0172, are single-edged, taper towards the
tip and have a fine groove along one face, close up to the back, rather like that on the
blade of a modern pocket knife.

A curious fragment is that of a saw blade, K. K. 080, which has teeth on both edges,
one rather finer than the other.

From one of the Astana graves comes a pair of shears, Ast. i. 8.05, of the type common
in euly Greece and Rome, in which the blades are connected by a spring at their butt
ends. Similar shears are in use now in India and in other parts of the world. They
are commonly used for sheep shearing.

Lead.—Fragments of wire, discs and other small objects were found at various sites.
Ancient lead mines, still being worked at P’o-ch’eng-tzu in Western Kuruk-tagh, were
visited by Sir Aurel Stein in February 1915.%

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Silver.—Very little silver remains. A small amulet case, Kao. II1.0136 and a little
figwrine of a nude male, Kao. III.0137 are the principle examples. It is probable that
the “spectacles” found on the faces of the hodies in the Astana graves (see Ast. 1. 3.a,
04 and others) are of silver, now badly corroded.

The minute fragment Kh. 0196 is an example of skilful soldering.

Wood.

The use of wood for building in Chinese Turkestin, both in construction and decora-
tion, seems to have continued almost unchanged from very early times. The earliest
gpecimens in the collection are those from Niya, Lou-lan and Miran. Despite the des-
tructive effects of wind erosion, which has sometimes completely destroyed the carved
surface, there still remains enough to show that thev are in the same style as that of the
carvings on the Grmco-Buddhist buildings of Gandhara and the NW. Frontier generally.
The most familiar elements are the acanthus leaf and the rosette. The former is always
rather of the Greek or Byzantine type (acanthus spinosa) than of the Roman (acanthus
mollis) and the design of the acanthus ornament often follows the Byzantine principles
rather than those of the true Greek. Rosettes are either of the Roman type, or more
generally, of a type which seems to have developed in Gandhira and the NW. Frontier
when Buddhism was flourishing in those districts. This type is square or rectangular
in form, composed of four large broad petals growing from a central disc or small rosette,
the pointed tips running close into the corners of the rectangle. Frequently a secondary
petal, rather smaller, is laid over each of the larger ones and in the four spaces between the
larger petals are seen the tips of an outer or under whorl of, perhaps, sepals. The petals
are carved with a V-cut, the valley being the mid-rib and the sepals frequently are cus
the reverse way, presenting a keel as the mid-rib.

The Greek type of acanthus is used in M. V. 001 and examples of the rectangular
rosette are L. B. VI.001 and N. XXVIL iii. 1. A circular rosette of more Roman type is
L. B. 11.0015. b. The Hellenistic features in the bracket capital L. M. I. iii. 01 are
referred to in the detailed description on p. 178.

The vine is frequently used, as in L. B. 0036.

The ambitious carving on the sides of the beam N. XXVI. 1i. 1, recalls the tieatment of
-early Romanesque tympana over the doorways of some of the early churches in English
country towns. Both sides are almost alike. In the centre is a vase from which springs
the vine, and right and left, facing each other and the vine, two horselike animals, cou-
.chant, those on one side of the beam winged and those on the other, wingless.

In these early examples are also found the “ pearl” borders characteristic of Sasanian
.ornament and much used in textile patterns of that style. 1t is roughly indicated in the
-cupboard leg N. XIII. 1. 004.

A simplified rendering of imbricated-leaf decoration occurring in Greek and Roman
festoons and torus moulding is much used, as for instance on the double bracket N. XII.
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i. 2. On the same example is the classical bead and fillet ornament. A later treatment
includes the imitation of a textile valance as seen in F. II. i. 005, and Chinese and Tibetan
importations of flame and cloud forms. In all the ornament there is very slight atbempt
to model, the carver depending for his effects upon the simplest arrangement of flat plane and
“chip ” carving. '

There are however, a few instances of fully modelled wooden sculpture following the
Gandhira style, as for example the delicate fragment, Kuduk-kél 01 and Har. 029. The
fragment of a life-size hand in wood, Koy. 1.02, indicates the use of wooden sculpture of
considerable size. The headless statuette of a standing Buddha, K. K. II.01, bears a
verv striking resemblance to early Gothic statuary.

Apart from the architectural application of wood, its uses for more general purposes
were endless and attention may be directed to a few especially interesting objects. The
catved and painted chair leg L. B. IV 'v. 0023 is an .obvious derivative from the Grecos
Roman trapexophoron with Iranian modifications. The many objects of wood from Niya,
the limes and other sites show that this material served for purposes to which, ordinarily,
metal ‘would be more appropriate. Of these, one of the most striking is the making of
locks and keys. The illustration and descriptive note on p. 109 will explain the con-
struction and action of such a lock.

Not the least important use for wood was in the making of bows and arrows. A
fragment of a well-made bow is M. Tagh. 03 and another, M. Tagh a. 0017. Fragments
of arrows were found at many sites; an example is T. XLIIL o1.

An interesting object is the beating stick T. XIV. iii. 0018 with which punishment
was administered to erring soldiers on duty at the lumes.

T. XII. 006 is one of several examples of an apparatus for making fire, this object
beind the ““ hearth ” with its row of depressions into which the end of the drill was inserted
and rapidly rotated thus producing sufficient frictional heat to create a spark whereby
the tinder, suitably placed was ignited.

Combs were found in considerable numbers and of various grades. The extremely
fine teeth of such a comb as L. C. x. 013 would require a saw of equal fineness to cut them,
operated by a very skilled hand.

The grain chest, N. XXVI, 01 (third century) is a good example of local methods of
construction in which wooden dowels are used throughout to secure the joints. Its
legs are an interesting simplification of the lion-leg pattern. The cable border surrounding
the top 1is unusual.

The agricultural fork N. XII. 01 shows skill in construction.

Dead-eyes such as L. D. 02, 03 were used for tightening the lashing round loads on
pack animals.

Examples of the turner’s craft are found in the many balusters of considerable length
and in the massive finial (%) N. IIL. 07.
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Especially interesting among the many domestic articles are the mouse-traps such
as N. III. x. 08 and 09.

Such wooden trays and platters as L. H. 02, L. H. 013, Ying. III. 2.017 with its peat
-dovetail clamps inserted to check cracking, the bent-wood box L. H. 03, the cleverly made
and artistically designed bowls such as Ast. vi. 3.017 are all examples of funerary utensils.
Similar bowls 1o this last were found in Lou-lan, belonging to a period perhaps three
centuries earlier.

In the Astina graves among a number of wooden bowls and food jars found several
of the jars were solid save for a shallow depression within the mouth to receive a layer
of grain or other provender, thus combining an impression of abundance with actual thrift,
while yet satisfying spiritual needs. Crudely made wooden figures and animals, frag-
ments of model carriages, bridges, balustrades, etc. imdicate the probability of the tombs
having contained complete scenes built up in the manner of the Chinese miniature gardens
and palaces familiar to us in more recent times. All the bowls, jars, figures and models
were painted with tempera colours.

The small board Ast. vii. 2.014 is thought by Dr. Lionel Giles to be for the “ surround-
ing game” of checkers (wei ch’e), and seems to show a game in progress.

There are a few examples of lacquered wood. The colours used are red and black,
sometimes plain and in some instances decorated with designs in red on black or black
on tred. The earliest examples are probably the fragments of a casket, L. M. I. 01-03
and a fragment of a boat-shaped howl, L. C. x. 023, the style of both being that of the Han
Dynasty, about the first century B.C. From one of the Astina graves (seventh century
A.D.) comes the ‘“ vanity ”’ box, Ast. ix. 2.03, well made and finished with a Dblack lacquer
surface.

The lacquer was sometimes put directly on to the wood but more often coarse or
fine canvas was first pasted all over the surface and the lacquer applied to this. There
are examples of the object being made of canvas only or with a minimum of wood just at
the edges. The two shallow bowls, K. K. i. 02 and K. K. iv. 01 are composed of spirally
wound cane covered with paper in one case and layers of fabric in the other, and lacquered.

The wooden boxes Ast. vi. 3.011 and Ast. vi. 4.025 are painted with either coloured
lac or wax paint and the fragment E. G. 010 is an example of the application of a kind of
gesso. '

Cloak pins, seals, spoons, pens and many other articles were made of wood and are
represented in the collection.

The extensive use of wood as a writing material is dealt with under the heading Writing
Materials on p. 25.

Small box-like cases were used as containeis for clay seals, to be attached to packats
or bundles. Three tvpes (@, b and ¢) are represented in the collections. They resemble
generally the seal cavities on the writing tablets described on p. 25. Type (a) is a
square or rectangular case with three string-grooves cut in each of two opposite sides.
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(b) is similar but with a hole bored through the bottom (see T. VIIL 3, p. 187). (c) has
upstanding ends only, the sides being cut away to the level of the floor of the cavity.

Stucco.

A natural impulse prompting man to decorate his buildings has found its most exu-
berant expression in his shrines and palaces. Against this practice there have been periods-
of repression when the reformer and his followers have remonstrated with destructive zeal.
But the ordinance of simplicity has never endured for very long.

No shrines have been more lavishly decorated with sculpture and colour than those of
India ; Buddhist hagiology, with the countless Buddhist birth stories (Jatakas) providing a
fertile field wherein the creative genius of sculptor and painter thrived and blossomed.

In districts having access to suitable stone, sculpture was freely used, and the great
facility attained by the sculptors in their craft is amply testified by the many temples and
shrines still standing. On the NW. Frontier of India where the remains of Graco-
Buddhist stone carving lie scattered over wide areas, types and compositions were evolved
which by the agency of missionary and pilgrim extended their influence over the whole of
Central Asia and into China and India.

Where stone was not so easily available or where the art of stone sculpture was not
greatly developed we find that stucco was used as a substitute.

It is not always an absence of stone, however, that causes the use of stucco, for we
find it largely employed on relatively early buildings, at Taxila for instance, where stone
is easily obtainable. ~Whatever the cause it is evident that just as tracings of drawings
for paintings on banners and walls were carried about and reproduced, so, in the case of
sculptures the most obvious thing to do was to carry moulds taken from desirable originals
for reproduction in stucco wherever required. To conform with local taste, modification
was easily possible without necessarily altering the essential character of the originals.
As Grunwedel has suggested, it is to the survival of many of these early moulds, or replicas
of them, that the explanation of the occurrence of an early type of sculpture at a late period
is probably due and to the existence of tracings and pounces is certainly due a similar
survival in painting.

The art of the moulder and plasterer was one of the most highly developed crafts
associated with Buddhist Art i Chinese Turkestan. Shrines were enriched with gilded
and painted stucco figures and ornament both inside and out.

The considerable mass of fragments of moulded and painted or gilt stucco found by
Sir Aurel Stein is sufficient evidence of the popularity of this form of treatment and the
variety of the fragments shows the extensive use to which it was put. The materials
were clay, plaster of paris and certain carefully prepared pastes. In the case of large
fizuree--life-size or larger, a kind of rough core, or to use a sculptor’s term, armature, was
first made either of wood or bundles of straw. The outer skin of the figure was cast in
fine clay, in sections, from *‘ piece-moulds” and fitted together around the armature,
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rough clay being used to fill up between armature and skin. In the T’ang period the
finely prepared clay of the surface layer or skin had mixed with it some kind of fine fibre
or goat’s hair and occasionally in such large proportion that it became quite pliable and
capable of being bent and arranged after leaving the mould.

Small moulds and fragments of moulds have been found. K. K. IIL. 013 is an example
of clay with an admixture of a large proportion of fibre or hair.

The earliest examples of stucco are those from the Niya and Miran sites. They
have little or no fibre mixed in the clay and are therefore very fragile. The type of face
is Western with no trace of Chinese influence and in this they agree with the wall paintings
from Miran and are probably of about the same period, c¢. 3rd century A.D. The heads
from Rawak, made in the same way, are probably later in date and have a more or less
Mongolian character. Sir Aurel Stein found a number of life-size and larger figures of
Buddhas and Bodhisattvas, made of clay, placed in niches round the base of the Rawak
Viharas partly excavated by him in 1901. The style of the work was Graeco-Buddhist
and he conjectures that the moulds employed were those of figures belonging to a period
considerably eatlier than the Vihara.

Many of the smaller fragments from certain sites have been hardened by accidental
burning, a fortunate accident from the archwmologist’s point of view in that it has preserved
what would otherwise have been lost. This has been the case with examples from Ming-oi
preserving the crispness and freshness of the modelling observable in such pieces as Mi.
xi. 00103 and 00139.

Fragments from several of the Khotan sites are made of plaster of paris and among
these again accidental burning has rendered them very hard, as for example, K. S. 0028.

The details of construction of such pieces as those from Ming-oi show the most elaborate
building up. This practice of building up, that is to say, the combining of separately
moulded parts—ornaments, trappings and draperies—and the manipulation of faces and
heads while still moist from the mould, shows extraordinary command of the Art of stucco
working and full appreciation of its possibilities. Some of the large heads have the
eveballs separately modelled and inserted from the back of the “ mask ™ behind the open
eyelids, as in K. K. II. 0185, a method employed by the Egyptians in making their mummy
cases. The colossal hand, Kao. 012, is a most instructive example of the moulder’s
skill. It shows an elaborate wooden armature or core and canvas reinforcement under
the thin plaster surface, resembling the technique of our modern “ fibrous plaster ” work.

The wealth of stucco decoration employed in the enrichment of shrines is indicated
by the quantity of gilded fragments from the Kara-khoto shrines and the richly coloured
fragments from Toyuk.

All the stuccos were painted with some form of tempera. Generally there is a first
coat of white and over this the other colours were laid. Various mediums seem to have
been used. The Toyuk pieces show a more durable quality of paint than any other

examples and it appears to contain a waxy medium. This fact and other evidence
4
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suggest influence from Tibet whece encaustic painting was practised af an early period,

A special application of the moulder’s craft is found in the figures and animals made
for use in connection with the Chinese burial rites, such as are found in the graves of Astina
of about the seventh century A.D. referrted t¢ on p. viii. The figures found within the
graves are apparently those of servants and retainers typical of those who may have
surrounded the deceased in life, including cavalrymen in full armour and carrying lances,
mounted on chargers of lively colouring, and waiting-men and maids. Mythical beings
representing Zodiacal signs, and demons perhaps for safeguarding the tomb and the spirit
of the departed were also present. The large and remarkably well made horse, Ast. iii.
2.058 is a good example of the craft. All the models are made of a very close-grained and
tenacious clay, unbaked and coloured with some form of tempera paint. It is a tribute
to the quality of the craftsmanship that they have endured with little or no change during
a period of time extending to more than eleven hundred years. In the case of the two
figures Ast. ili. 4.072 and 073 an -especially close textured clay has been used for the
head and bust and the surface has the hard waxy quality observable in some of the Toyuk
fragments.

In all but a few instances the colours retain their original hue. An interesting excep-
tion is found in the case of a particular red which has turned black. This occurs on the
small man-at-arms, Toy. 050 which was purchased but appears, from the analogy of the
Astana specimens, to be a sepulchral figure.

Many of the figures have an especial interest in that they have-preserved a record of
contemporary costume.

The modern, Lucknow clay figures, in their craftsmanship, present an interesting
parallel to these early sepulchral examples of Central Asia.

Glass.

The Chinese, down to about the fifth or sixth century A.D. did not make glass vessels
but imported them from the West. The difficulties of transporting such frail articles by
caravan and the risk of breakage must have been considerable. Objects of glass would
therefore have been something of a luxury in China and Chinese Turkestan and this would
be one rteason for the relatively small quantity of fragments found, most of which appear
to be of Roman make, probably from Alexandria, an important centre of the glass indus-
try.  The fragments are too small to give any idea of the size and forms of the vessels
to which they belonged, excepting one example, Ying. III. 3.06, which is a complete, small,
cut-glass tumbler.

The fragments are mostly of clear glass slightly tinted in various shades of pale green
and straw and often ornamented with applied rib-work or cutting. The cutting appears
to have been done by a wheel, as it is to-day. There are a few examples of richly coloured
gluss, as for instance the well made fragment of a fine blue tapering spout, L. M. 070, and
a few pieces of dark brown madder colour. The bead L. K. 019 is of this colour.
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The clear white glass seals, Kucha 0151-0153, a fragment of dark blue glass from
Sistan, K. G. 0303 and the many ribbed beads found everywhere are examples of moulding.

The bulk of the glass found is in the form of beads both translucent and opaque and of
all shapes and sizes. (See the note on Beads).

Besides the use of certain coloured frits and opaque glass for beads the latter material
was used also for making bangles. Fragments of these, with elaborate incrustations of
colour were found in considerable numbers, especially in Sistan. (See K. G. 0169,
0174, etc.). These, and much of the clear glass found in Sistdn may well be of local
origin, as Afghanistan was, from early times, known for its glass beads.

It is recorded that the making of glass was first introduced into the Chinese province
of Shansi in the reign of T’ai Wu, 424-452 A.D., of the Northern Wei dynasty, by traders
from the Indo-Scythian kingdom on the NW. borders of India. The knowledge of the
art would, however, doubtless have penetrated gradually from the West into Chinese
Turkestdn along the trade routes and many of the more western districts would have
received it and would have been producing glass of a kind, earlier than the middle of the
fifth century.

Although it is known that beads were imported from the West it is probable that
attempts were made at an early date to manufacture glass beads and bangles locally
from broken and discarded fragments of the imported wares. The re-melting of old
glass would need no special knowledge and any potter or coppersmith would find no
difficulty in moulding small objects such as beads, charms and seals and could even use
some of his own metal moulds for the purpose. The occurrence of fragments of glass
slag at eseveral ancient sites in Central Asia seems to support this possibility. At the
present time in India broken glass is regularly collected and re-used by glass workers who
are unable or unwilling to make the glass for themselves and in 1869 it was reported that
glass was made in Po-shan-hien in Shantung, China, and cast in rods or ““ pigs” about 30°
long and exported to,all parts of the country, presumably to be melted and used by glass

workers.” A knowledge of glass making is therefore not indispensable to a worker in
glass.

Seals.

The finely designed and cut seals found at ancient sites iu Egypt, Mesopotamia and
Mohenjo-daro in Sind, testify to the early use of seals in the East. The examples in
this collection are of a much more recent period and show that their use was widespread in
Central Asia during the early centuries of the Christian era and onwards. Where reading
and writing were the accomplishments of the few, the seal had a very real and definite
role in the ordinary affairs of life.  This is clearly indicated by the wide range of materials
used for them and by the varying quality of the craftsmanship employed in their production.

Seals may be broadly divided into two classes, viz.—(a) those which are modelled in

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intaglio and (b) those in cameo. The first are intended to be impressed in a relatively
sott substance, producing a positive image in low relief and the latter, to be used with
some form of ink in order to gave a flat, printed reproduction of the raised pattern. In
some cases the same seal can be used in both ways.

One of the commonest forms of seal is that of the signet
intended to be worn on the finger. It was cheap, easily carried and was always available

for immediate use by the wearer. This type is always in ¢ntaglio and is often, by reason of
its simple linear design, equally suitable for use with a plastic medium or with ink. If
used with the one medium the design appears in relief. If with the other the design appears
as the void on a solid ground of ink—e.g. white on black.

There are various grades of quality in such rings, from a crude design such as N.
XII-XXVIL.003 and N. 0036 (both about the third century A.D.), to a more carefully
modelled design, not suitable for an ink impression, such as the head on Yul. 075.
Grotesque heraldic beasts are frequently represented, as on Kucha 0123. In the earlier
examples such rings usually have very strong shoulders where the table meets the band,
as though they were intended to bear considerable pressure in use. The production of
many of the simpler kinds of these seal rings would be easily within the competence of
an ordinary copper or silversmith and when a more ambitions device were required
assistance could be had from such craftsmen as those who could produce models for the
appliqué ornaments for high class pottery.

A more costly form of signet ring is that in which the device is cut upon a jewel. This
type may have been derived from the Gieek gems and in one instance, that of the frag-
ment Khot. 0080, the work appears to be Western. The use of Hellenistic designs, often
met with, links up the glyptic art of the East with that of the Wesu. In most cases the
actual workmanship appears to be Eastern. These gems were usually intended to be
set in the bezel of a ring or other suitable setting but sometimes they are pierced laterally
to be threaded with a cord.

Kuchd 0151-0153 and Yul. 059 are imitation seal gems, moulded in glass.

Other forms of seal include those having a sufficiently large shank at the back to be
convenient for holding between fingers and thumb when in use. The shank is usually
drilled laterally to take a cord by which the seal could be hung to the waist girdle or the
loop could be slipped over the wrist or otherwise secured. A large number of such seals
are of cast bronze, of all sizes, from half an inch in diameter to one and three sixteenths and
of various shapes, with many grotesque beast devices, a figure or group of figures, lapidary
characters, geometrical figures or floral ornament. Some of the animal designs show skill
in adapting the form to the limits of the seal and, while many of these are clearly Chinese,
others, such as Kucha 0120, recall “ Siberian” types.

Besides bronze, the materials used for seals are stone, bone, ivory, ignite, wood, horn,

Some of these have no projecting shank at the back but are drilled through cent-
They often have different devices on the

ring, cast in bronze and

ete.
rally, parallel to the larger faces, for a cord.
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two large faces and sometimes others on the smaller faces. A wooden seal, having a curious
and well cut device is U. Z. 05, showing a seated figure bearing a sword and mace (?).

It is not always possible to determine whether a small mould is meant for the potter’s
use in stamping his appliqué enrichments or for impressing a large seal, over the stopper
of a jar, for instance. M. Tagh 026 is of this doubtful kind. M. Tagh 0640 and N.
XXIII. 002, both wood, are probably seals.

Some seal impressions, in a special clay, have survived and are very interesting.
They occur mostly on wooden documents of the first or second century, from Niya, etc.
(See note on Wood). Figures of Athene Promachos, Eros, Herakles, etc. have heen identi-
fied among them. Sasanian, Indian and Chinese types also occur. and when there are
two seals on one document, one may be Hellenistic and the other Oriental.

It is a matter for speculation, in the absence of any definite knowledge on the point,
whether the seal cutter made his own “ positive ” pattern or whether it was made by a
professional modeller who might also be a designer of pottery ornaments such as those on
some of the finest of the Khotan pottery specimens. It is clear that the Art of modelling
in various materials was very highly developed as is shown by the enormous amount of
stucco decoration used in shrines and it would seem that the small votive plaques, Sassik-
bulak 001-002, K. Y. I. 0012-0015 etc., represent an extension of the Art of the seal
maker. They are neither seals not pottery ornaments but the craftsman who designed
them would be equally capable of producing the original models for any of the bronze seals
or the fine appliqué pottery ornaments.

Textiles.

The collections are especially rich in texsiles, not only as regards number and variety
but because they embrace specimens of early and medieval types hitherto unknown to the
modern world.

The materials used include silk, wool and cotton and in such articles as the tapestry-
woven uppers of shoes and peculiar open-work nets, probably hemp and horsehair.

The types of silk fabrics are:—plain, white and dyed; damasks in one or more
coloures ; polychrome figured fabrics; gauzes andnets; block-printed and knot-dyed
fabrics ; tapestry and embroidery.

In woollens there are :—plain cloth; repp; box cloth; jean: tapestry and carpets.

Cotton fabrics are mostly plain and hemp seems to be used for the warp in fabrics
for shoe making.

Horsehair is employed for small objects of net-like texture, the use of which is doubtful
but which have the appearance of cauls. (L. A. VL. ii. 00434-0060, M. I. iv. 0010).

The period covered by the specimens extends from the first or second century B.C.
down to perhaps the twelfth century A.D.

The importance to China of the silk industry in early times 1s indicated by the fact,
as recorded in the Annals of the First Han Dynasty (206 B.C.— 25 A.D.) that it was to extend
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the trade in this commodity that the Emperor Wu-ti, in the second century B.C., opened
up the route from China to the West and sought to establish control over Central Asia.
This early route, as already stated, lay through Lou-lan, the ancient capital of Lop, and
it was in the grave pits containing relics of those who worked and dwelt at this once
important settlement that the most ancient silk {abrics were discovered. It may reason-
ably be assumed that these fabrics are representative of some of the silks which formed
the current articles of commerce passing through the district and which were so highly
valued in the West, for it was in its finished form, as figured material, that Chinese silk
was known and imported.

For details of the finding of these treasures and the convincing arguments in support
of the date assioned to them, Sir Aurel Stein’s Official Report—Innermost Asia—should
be consulted. It may, however, be stated that the evidence points to their being of a
period within the first centuries B.C. and A.D.

Examination of the specimens reveals two important and significant facts. The
first is that many of the designs are entirely new to us and unlike anything produced
since the sixth or seventh century A.D. It may be that these designs—expressions of
Chinese artistic genius and therefore fitted to local requirements—were found to be in-
comprehensible to the westerner and that modifications were introduced by the Chinese
weavers in response to trade dictation. It may also be that the weaving of goods for
the foreign markets becoming increasingly profitable, tempted the weavers to keep their
looms more or less constantly set to the new patterns, and made them unwilling to * tie
up ”’ to the older and more intricate patterns for the sake of the less profitable local demand.
This restriction would impose upon the people the choice of either accepting the new
patterns or going without, and would, in the end, bring about the extinction of the tradi-
tional types of design.

The other fact is that the method of weaving polychrome silks of the early Lou-lan
types is peculiar and unlike the method employed at the later (T’ang) period.?

It is also to be noted that none of the exclusively early patterns are woven by the
later method and that, conversely, the early technique is never used in the later figured
polychrome silks.

When excavating in a rubbish heap at one of the watch stations of the Tun-huang
limes, east of the lop desert in 1907 Sir Aurel Stein found, in addition to Chinese docu-
ments on wood, several of which were dated, two fragments of figured silk, woven in the
ancient weave referred to above and to patterns of the early type. As all the “rubbish
proved to be of the first century B.C. we have here well documented confirmation of the
approximate date assigned to similar Lou-lan silks.

The character of the early (Han) types of polychrome design is seen in the specimens
L. C. 02, L. C. 07. a, L. C. iii. 011, etc. The damasks, such as L. C. vii. 09 while being

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purely Chinese are designed on a4 geometrical basis as are most of the early two or three
colour diapers.

Other textiles of the first century are the very interesting tapestry fragments L. C.
iii. 010. a, L. C. v. 01 and L. C. v. 02. a, the first of the three being a very remarkable
specimen, bearing a curious resemblance in drawing, colour and in treatment of the
chiaroscuro, to the heads from wall paintings of the Buddhist shrine at Miran, M. I1J,
now in the Museum. All present certain Hellenistic features.

Many fragments of woollen carpet from Lou-lan and Niya are evidence of the anti-
quity of the carpet weaver’s craft in Central Asia. Two principal types are represented,
the tapestry type, resembling the modern Indian ““darri” and the pile carpet. A fairly
wide range of colours and the fine condition of many of them after nearly 2,000 years is
striking testimony of an advanced practical knowledge of dye stuffs and dyeing. The
pile carpets are all of rather coarse texture with ahout 40-50 stitches to the square inch.
But the wool is good and the general effect rich and satisfactory. A peculiar feature
possessed by a few specimens is the presence of rows of long tufts on the under side of
the carpet. These occur not only on the pile carpets but also in the tapestry type.
Warp and weft are of wool. The pile seems to be generally tied in a Sehna or Persian
knot and has several shoots of weft between rows.

In both silk and woollen polychrome fabrics of the Han period are often found bands
of graduated colour—rainbow-like. The same treatment occurs frequently in Byzantine
mosaics.

A fabric long identified with the sheep-bearing districts of Central Asia, is felt, and
of this material many fragments belonging to the Han period, bave been found. It
seems to have been used for many purposes including clothing. Very interesting ohjects
are two elaborate felt hats, L. F. 01 and 04, found on the heads of bodies considered by
Bir Aurel Stein to be those of autochthons.

Felt was also made from silk waste but with rather unsatisfactory result, the material
being unsuited to the process. Among the grave clothes from Lou-lan are several * gar-
ments > showing an inter-lining or padding of silk felt and used in this way, between
other fabrics, it was probably quite satisfactory. Attempts to make paper from the
same material were not successful.

The changes in design observable in the textiles of the T’ang period (early VIith
century A.D.) reveal their Western, that is to say, their Sasanian inspiration. Instead
of the running patterns of the Han period, the governing principle becomes that of the
reversed repetition or ‘‘turn-over” of a relatively restricted unit, such as, for instance,
the phoenixes, lions, etc. in Ast. v. 2. 01 or the horses in Ast. ix. 3. 02. The pair of cou-
fronting beasts or birds usually stand upon a simple floral scroll and between them is
placed a “tree”. A frame or border encircles them and the whole device is repeated
as a spot pattern with some smaller symmetrical ornament in the spaces between the

“spots . Occasional exceptions to the ‘ turn-over” occur, as for example the fine
boar’s head, Ast. 1. 5. 03.
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This being the type of design required by the Western consumer, the Chinese weaver
met the situation by a procedure entailing a minimum of effort. He selected suitable
parts of his earlier designs, isolated them, made a “‘ turn-over ” repeat and put the correct
frame round the result. Two interesting examples of an early stage in this evolution
are seen in the fragments L. C. 07. b and L. C. 031. ¢. Such patterns as L. C. 07. a and
L. C. iii. 011 provide a great deal of useful material for this kind of permutation. In
course of time the original early patterns were lost and the derived designs, their ancestry
forgotton, became types for further development.

One of the most characteristic features in Sasanian design is the use of  pearls”
or beads as borders. It appears frequently in the T’ang textiles, as for instance in Ast,
ix. 2. 01, Ast. 1x. 3. 02., etc.

The method of weaving known as ““ warp rib”’, used in making the polychrome silks
of the Han period, was entirely superseded in T’ang times by that known as ““satin twill ”,

Besides richly coloured polychrome silks and carpets the collection contains many
examples of silk damask in one or more colours. The designs are usually spots arranged
in some regular geometrical order, or purely geometrical figures or a combination of both.
An interesting example of Han period damask is L. C. vii. 09. Another of the same period
in two colours is L. C. x. 04. Of a later date perhaps but in the early style is Ast. i. 5.
a. 0l. ¢, a very elaborate and interesting design. Other remarkable examples are found
in Ch. 00278, probably late Han or early T’ang. Reference to the descriptive lists will
show a great many more.

The weaving of plain and patterned gauzes was also well developed and many interest-
ing examples were found at Ch’ien-fo-tung, the ‘Caves of the Thousand Buddhas”.
A picce of gauze of Han period, in two colours, is L. C. iii. 04. d. Especially good are the
yellow gauzes Ast. ix. 2. 016 and Ast. x. 1. 02, and the dainty rainbow-dyed specimen
Ast. vi. 03.

Block-printing with dyes on silk was extensively practised- and many examples from
Lou-lan, Ch’ien-fo-tung, Astana, etc., show that the ““resist” process was widely employed.
The example Ast. iii. 3. 02 presents a very interesting technical problem. (See des-
criptive list p. 293).

There are many examples of silk embroidery, much of it executed in chain stitch,
a rapid method of working still largely employed in Kashmir, Bokhara, etc. An example
of this stitchery of the Han period is L. C. vii. 04, executed on a very fine crimson silk.
The fragment of an important temple hanging in the same stitch, Ch. 00100, is probably
T’ang. Among the many specimens of other stitchery are some remarkably modern-
looking pieces, which are, however, most probably T’ang, in the fascinating collection
of misceilaneous textiles brought together in the long altar valance Ch. 00278.

The valance was a favourite form of hanging for Buddhist shrines and appears fre-
quently in temple paintings of the T’ang and Sung periods. The scheme varied in detail
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but consisted essentially of a double row of overlapping vandykes on a flat or pleated
band from behind which hung a deep band of crimson drapery caught up at regular in-
tervals to produce festoon-like folde. Hanging in front of the bands and covering the
junctions of the contiguous festooned folds were narrow strips of drapery composed of
a number of imbricated vandykes. The lower edge of the festooned drapery was bordered
with closely set small silver gutta-shaped discs and the upper, pleated band was similarly
trimmed. Such valances appear in the wall paintings from Bezeklik, in the Central
Asian Antiquities Museum and formed a frieze at the top of the shrine wall. A similar
arrangement was employed for altar draperies, as depicted in paintings and block printa,
In some of the wall paintings, Bez. I. A-D for instance, richly jewelled chains are festooned
against the drapery.

Artificial flowers for temple decoration were made of silk and cotton, with stems
of wood, and were stuck into a canvas painted to represent water.

The fragment K. K. 1i. 01 is a very curious piece of lacquered silk gauze.

Buddhist temple banners were painted on silk and a fine evenly woven material,
remarkably like modern fan gauze, was used for the unique secular paintings Ast. iii. 4.
010. (See the section on Paintings p. 29).

The figured silks applied to shoe making are described in the descriptive lists and in
the note on Shoes and Sandals, below.

Shoes and Sandals.

Foot-gear found at the various Central Asian sites consists almost entirely of sandals
and shoes.

A few of the shoes are of leather and these being all from the Niya, Lou-lan, early
sites of the Tun-huang limes, etc., are therefore probably not later than the third century
A.D. and some of them much earlier.

The materials most commonly used are string and various woven fabrics. A few
paper shoes, found in burials, may be considered as not intended for the use of the living.

Although leather shoes are referred to in ancient military eyuipment lists of the first
century A.D. found by Sir Aurel Stein at the Tun-huang limes,” shoes made of string
seem to have been the more usual wear for ordinary people and the soldiers serving at
the Watch stations along the Tun-huang lumes. The string seems to be made of hemp
fibre and is very strong. The construction is a compromise between a shoe and a sandal.
It is workmanlike and designed to secure durability and snug fitting. The toe is usually
finished in an elongated point which was drawn upwards and inwards to protect the ends
of the wearer’s toes.

More elaborate and more “ dressy’ are the various examples of fabric shoes. Thexse
are shaped on a wooden last and in some cases show great skill in manufacture. One of
the most interesting is L. H. 04, a fine woollen tapestry shoe of Chinese design and

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workmanship, dating back to perhaps the third century A.D. It is woven to shape, the
warp threads having been fastened at their lower ends to the edges of the sole, brought
across the upright edges of a thin last and then gathered up to a suitable point or points
above to give the requisite diminishing slope. In fact each shoe was woven on 4
niniature loom formed by the last and one or more upright pegs.

- Toy. IL. 03 is a canvas shoe of interesting make with a curious arrangement of knots
on the sole to give a grip on the ground.

Shoes that have uppers made of already woven material usuaily have a seam running
down the centre of the toe and another down the back of the heel, the upper being in two
pieces joined. The seams are cleverly worked and are sometimes emphasized by bands
of ornamental stitchery or braiding, as for example the exquisitely made shoes Kao.
II1. 03 and 063. The uppers of the child’s shoes Ast. 1. 1. 022 are, however, each cut
in cne piece. A typical Chinese shoe is T. XLII. e. 02, with broad, turned-up toe. The
curious black lacquered canvas shoe Ast. vii. 1. 07, although elaborately made, was probably
intended only for burial or ceremonial use.

In all shoes and sandals from the earliest to the most recent in the collections, hemp
in some form—string or yarn or fabric—seems to have been used. The entire shoe,
other than the string sandal, was composed of at least three thicknesses of material, of
which one or more was made of hemp.

The shoe T. 0014 has an interlining 0f a waxed fabric probably to make it waterproof.
T. XII. a. 0033 is another example of similar construction.

Several of the shoes found in graves were made of paper, sometimes covered with
silk, as Ast. vi. 1. 021 or just painted black, as Ast. v. 1. 03.

Wooden sandals are represented by Toy. 056. a, and b.

N. XIX. 002 is a shoemaker’s last and T. XLIII. j. 02 is evidently a heel-last and
bears the marks of the needle or awl at its edges.

Stone.

Apart from the pre-historic stone implements there is little of stone in the collections.
The fragments of alabaster and other stone vessels from neolithic sites in Sistan are
interesting on account of their age and their resemblance to vessels of the same material
and types found in Egypt, Mesopotamia, the Swat Valley in NW. India and elsewhere.
These Sistin specimens are very fragmentary but sufficient for purpose of classification
and the incised patterns on the grey stone fragments have the particular interest of re-
peating the patterns of neolithic painted ware.

All the stone objects of historic periods are small and include amulets, spinning whorls,
jade finger-nngs and similar things. The jade netsuki Kao. 02 and the jade fish Kao.
013 arc good specimens of Chinese work.

There are occusional figures of no particular artistic merit, such as the steatite Buddha
Kb. 020, and the curious limbless female figure L. 8. 6. 01. The steatite reiief fragment
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Yo. 00138, showing a dwarfish figure and the seated figure in the same material, Khot.
04. e are probably Indian.

Horn.

Objects fashioned in horn are mostly spoons; for example, B. 0249 and L. D. ¢6.
There are a few fragments of horn combs and the fragment of an object, L. A. V. x. 0l.
resembling a saddle-tree. L. B. IV. ii. 006 is a horn knife-handle and M. B. I. v. 01
is a razor with horn handle.

' Bone.

Bone was used for dice, as Y. IL. 03, for pins for securing drapery, a good example
being I.. F. 3. 03, and for buttons, studs and small ornaments.

‘ Shell.
Small shells were drilled and threaded as beads, and discs cat from large shells were

used as buttons and studs.
Coral.
‘With the exception of the carved piece K. K. 085, coral occurs only in very small
beads and very rarely.
Leather.

The leather industry was well understood in Central Asia at a very early period.
Leather of various kinds was found at the Watch Towers of the Tun-huang limes, at Niya,
Lou-lan, Miran and Endere, ranging from heavy shoe leather for military wear to the
finest and most dainty kid. The shoes appear to have been invariably blunt toed, as
for example L. A. VI. v. 01, not pointed as were all the string shoes and sandals.

Fragments having the fur still adhering, are probably parts of body garments and show
regular rows of holes round the edges left by the perished stitching, by which the pieces
were joined. ¥

Examples of body armour for soldiers, made of leather scales laced together were
discovered at the Miran and Niya sites—both on the early trade route under Chinese military
protection. The scales were lacquered red inside and black outside and ornamented
with simple sgraffito patterns as on M. I. ix. 004. They were laced together with leather
thongs and were arranged to overlap upwards, the reverse of the method used in Roman
scale armour but in agreement with examples in Gandhara sculptures, in the painted
silk temple banners from Tun-huang and with an actual suit of iron scale armour from
Tibet, now in the British Museum.

There are fragments of straps, bands of several thicknesses sewn together as though
for parts of harness, as for instance L. M. I. 010 and L. M. L. i. 016 and L. C. iv. 04, which

is probably a frontal ornament for a horse’s bridle and is enriched with a line of crimson
6a
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woollen plush worked on the leathes, and whips made of plaited thongs like modern dog
whips. Leather was also used as a writing material just as parchment has continued

in use in the West down to our own time.

Fibres, Grass, Rushes, etc.

The people of Central Asia showed considerable ingenuity and resourcefulness in
turning to practical account for their daily needs, the natural products of the vegetable
kingdom. The many uses to which they put wood have already been referred to (p. 9).
Cotton and hemp supplied the material for much of their cloth, their foot coverings, ropes,
cords, fishing and trapping nets; while rushes and grasses from the river banks were
brought under contribution in various ways.

Rope and cord are of all kinds and sizes. TFor thick rope and a good deal of string
a fibre, which is probably hemp, was used; but cotton, wool, silk, goat’s hair and even
felt were also employed. It is recorded in documents of the first century A.D., found
by Sir Aurel Stein at the Tun-huang lemes, that silk and hemp were both used for bow
strings.®*

Mats, baskets, brooms and biushes were made from rushes and cane. Examples
of grass mats are T. XIV. i. 006 and T. XLVIL. h. 03. T. XLIII j. 04 is made of twigs
bound together with string, and Ast. vi. 4. 014 is made of split cane.

Baskets were made of twigs, rushes, etc. A good example is the fragment T. 03
and examples of extremely fine work are the oval baskets found in some of the Lou-lan
burials. These baskets are made of fine, tough fibre closely woven on “ stakes” or warp
of bamboo (?) and seem to have been coated with lac or some kind of varnish and were
probably waterproof. L. C. 05 is an example.

Whisk brooms, sueh as N. XIV. 1ul. 0026, were ingeniously made of grass, as were
also distemper brushes, such as M. B. I. xii. 04.

Pads to protect the head when carrying pitchers of water or other loads, were rings
made of twisted grass.

Traps for small game were constructed by setting a number of pointed sticks on the
inner face of a grass rope ring, the points all directed towards the centre of the circle,
the points being free and the butt ends fixed in the slightly flexible grass ring. Any
small animal stepping into the ring would find itself held by the pointed sticks which
were arranged so as to be ylelding under impact but resistant against withdrawal; and if
the trap were secured by a cord to a stake there would be no immediate chance of escape.

Writing Materials.

Before the invention of paper by the Chinese Ts’ai Lun about the year 105 A.D. the
material most commonly used in Central Asia for writing upon was wood, and in China,

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bamboo. ILven after paper had heen made, the use of hamboo continued in China for
some time and, as Sii Aurel Stein’s discoveries show, in Central Asia, wood remained the
official writing material down to about the end of the third century A.D.

It was not until Sir Aurel Stein’s discovery at Niya in 1901 that the character of this
early wooden stationery was known. It takes many forms, from a mere rough twig to
the ingenious double tablet of either ““ wedge shape” or rectangular, designed to be closed
and sealed with as much security against unauthorised inspection as the most carefully
sealed “cover” of to-day. The twigs, stick-like tablets, single rectangular and takhts
shaped tablets are generally memos., accounts, casual unimportant communications and
similar matter. The double documents are more or less confidential letters, agreements
and official despatches. '

The double wedge-shaped document consists of two tablets, upper and lower. The
lower or under piece is a thin, flat, elongated triangular tablet about a quarter of an inch
thick, more or less according to its general size. The upper piece is of the same shape
but has a thickened portion near the base end of the triangle, about three-quarters of an
inch thick extending across the width of the tablet and about one and three-quarters
inches the other way. In this is a cavity to hold a seal, and across it are three grooves,
cut down to the level of the floor of the cavity, two coinciding with the transverse edges
of the cavity and the third midway between. Near the point of the triangle, in each
tablet is drilled a small hole, just large enough to take a rather thin string. The two
tablets fit together accurately and the method of securing them is clearly shown in the
sketch, fig. 1. The seal, made of a specially prepared clay, is packed into the cavity,
embedding the crossing strings and is impressed with the sender’s seal.

The rectangular double tablets are a modification of the above. The under tablet
has a transverse portion at each end slightly thicker than the centre part, the thickening
projecting on the upper face. The upper tablet fits exactly into the space between the
two raised ends, with which it is flush. It has the thickened part for the seal cavity in
the centre of the upper surface and in ““ closing ”, the strings are simply passed transversely
round the two tablets and sealed as before. The upper tablet cannot be slid out endwise
from the encircling strings because of the check of the sunk portion into which it is fitted.

The written communication is on the two innec surfaces of the tablets which when
“closed ” are face to face and are therefore secure from scrutiny until the string is cut
and the tablets parted.

When the document has been closed the address and the name of the person entrusted
with il are inscribed on the outside.

The script most commonly used in the documents is that which was current at the
period of the Kusana or Indo-Scythian rule in the N.-W.of India during the first three
centuries A.D., designated Kharosthi and hitherto known only from coins and the frag-
mentary birch bark leaves forming the Dutruil de Rhins MS. obtained some years before
from natives of Khotan.
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Although Kharosthi is not vet sufficiently understood for the complete decipherment
of these intensely interesting documents, sufficient has been made out to determine their
general character.® At the time of discoverv Sir Aurel Stein made out the word datave
(*“ to be given to”) written on the obverse of the upper tablet near the string hole and he
found that the words on the right side of the seal cavity always contained a name.?® At
the head of the text on all wedge-shaped documents is written mahanuava maharaye lihats
(““ His Excellency the Maharaja writes”), indicaling the official nature of the communi-
cation.

That paper occasionally found its way to Central Asia during the period of the Kharosthi
script is shown by the few fragments written in that character, such as L. A. VI. ii. 0102,
etc., and at the Watch Tower T. XII. a. of the Tun-huang lsmes a collection of paper
documents was discovered written in the ‘“ unknown” Early Sogdian script, their date
being not later than the middle of the second century A.D.*¥

It would appear that early paper was made from the bast fibres of the paper mulberry
tree of China and Japan (Broussonetia papyrifera), old rags of this material and hemp
being macerated for the purpose. The paper of the Early Sogdian documents is made
entirely from rags of fabrics woven from Chinese hemp (Bochineria nivea).”®

Documents written in Chinese were generally on small lath-like slips about 9 inches
long (the Chinese foot of the Han period) and from a quarter to half an inch in width.
This seems to have been the type of slip used by the Chinese for official correspondence.
Where bamboo was available they were of that material; otherwise tamarisk, poplar
and other convenient woods were used. When several slips were needed for one docu-
ment thev were numbered and strung concertina-wise together by cords near the two ends.

Besides these regular forms of wooden stationery there were slips, labels, sticks and
boards of all shapes and sizes. In addition to wood and paper the discoverv of MSS.
on leather, birch bark and silk is evidence that these materials were also used during the
first three centuries A.D.

At a later period paper spread from China more generally westward and it is probable
that many local manufactories were started. Wood does not, however, entirely dis-
appear and in fact still survives as a writing material in the takhti commonly used in
village schools.

Reed and wooden pens were found at many sites. The wooden pens are often merely
thin twigs, carefully pointed and split from the tip a short distance up. Ancient brushes
as used bv Chinese for writing have not survived.

Receptacles for ink were of wood, horn and probably earthenware. Examples of

the first two are respectively Kao. 111. E. 03, which was lacquered outside, and N. XXIII.
ii. 005.

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Paintings.

The discovery by Sir Aurel Stein, in 1907, of a great collection
of ancient temple banners and hangings in one of the cave-shrines
at Ch’ien-fo-tung (the Caves of the “ Thousand Buddhas ') in the
Tun-huang oasis, is of the highest importance to the student of
Chinese painting of the T’ang period and to the student of the
arts of weaving.

The condition in which this rich accumulation was found
suggests that it had been hastily gathered together, probably at
a time of sudden emergency, and thrown into the ante-room
in which it was found, to save it from destruction or pillage,
Thousands of MSS. and printed books, mostly in Chinese, and
consisting chiefly of sacred texts were deposited in the ante-room
at the same time and the opening leading into the room from
the main shrine was then bricked up and painted over.?

Most of the banners are of silk, either fine gauze, resembling
modern fan-gauze, or of ordinary plain weave. Others are cotton
and linen of various qualities and some are stout-canvas-like
matecial perhaps woven in a hemp thread.

There are two principal types. (a) square or rectangular with
loops at the upper edge for suspension perhaps against the wall.
And (b) rectangular with a triangular heading furnished with a
single loop at its apex and with three or four long streamers
hanging from the bottom edge. To prevent these streamers from
fluttering a wooden weighting-piece 1s attached to their lower
ends. This piece 1s a batten nearly two inches wide, about half
an inch thick and in length about equal to the width of the
banner, but rather longer at its lower than at its upper edge,
the ends being cut slanting outwards and downwards. On its
upper surface is a deep groove, cut centrally along its length to
receive the lower ends of the streamers and into which groove
they are neatly secured. The outward faces of the battens are
paiilted with conventional or floral ornament. Fig. 2.

A thin stick i1s inserted in a hem at the lower edge of the
triangular heading and another at the junction of the lower
streamers with the body of the banner to keep the upper part
of the banner flat. The heading is rather wider than the rectangle
of the banner and overhangs at each side. To the overhanging
part a long streamer is attached at each side and being unchecked
is free to flutter as the breeze plays with it (see fig. 2). It will

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be seen that the whole scheme of the banner is characteristic of the artistic apprehension of
the people of the T’ang period. The single loop allows the banner to adjust itself to
the direction of the breeze; the central streamers with their restraining weighting-piece
permit a gentle undulating movement to the body of the banner which is kept flat by
the wooden pieces at top and bottom, so preventing undue distortion of the painted
subject ; the two uncontrolled side streamers float freely and contribute animation.

The (b) type, if of silk, is usually fine gauze and the painting is therefore visible on both
sides, the back being reinforced by paint to strengthen the otherwise somewhat fainter
image. This type of banner, but without the weighting-piece, is shown in wall painting
Bez. i. E-G, case B, Room I, Central Asian Antiquities Museum, New Delhi.

The many sizes and qualities of banner, from small plain ones to those finely painted
with Buddhist subjects doubtless indicate the financial capacity or the degree ot religious
fervoutr of the donors.

A favourite subject of the (¢) type is a scene in the Paradise of the West with divi-
nities enthroned on terraces around a lotus-studded lake, while musicians and a dancer
provide harmony and rhythm. An example is Ch. lv. 0047.

Another subject frequently used is the enthroned Avaloketesvara (Chinese Kuan-yin,
Japanese Kwannon).

Right and left of the main subject and divided from it by a narrow ornamental band,
small pictures of incidents from the Jatakas or other legends are sometimes arranged
in panels one above the other to form a sort of border; znd across the lower part a space
may be reserved for a dedicatory prayer and portraits of the donor and his family in devo-
tional pose.

The (b) type of banner is generally devoted to a single figure of Buddha, a Bodhi-
sattva or a Lokapila; but sometimes, as in the example Ch. lv. 0010 it is divided by
cross bands into sections or “ registers” in which are painted Jataka or other subjects.

The painting is executed in a fine tempera and the wonderfully fresh condition of many
of the colours after a thousand years indicates the quality of the pigments used and the
care taken In their preparation.

The types of Buddha and of many personages constituting the hierarchy of the Mahayina
doctrine were developed in plastic and pictorial art in the north-west by the fusion of
Indian, Hellenistic and Persepolitan ideals. The development took place in Gandhara
and In Bactria generally where these influences were focussed and quickly spread with
the streams of missionary activity wherever Buddhism penetrated. Enthusiasm for the
new religion in China impelled many Chinese monks to venture on the long and arduous
pilgrimage to the holy places sanctified by Gautama Buddha’s wanderings, where they
sought knowledge of ritual and secured copies of sacred texts and models for use at their
shrines in China.

Upon these Graeco-Buddhist models Chinese artists have based their designs for
temple paintings. But to a people possessing a highly cultivated art sense it was natural
that they should imbue their designs with something of their own spirit. The period
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of the Ch'ien-fo-tung paintings (T’ang, VIIth century A.D.) was that of the highest de-
velopment of Art in China and although many of the banners belong to the latter part
of that period and others are probably copies of earlier originals, they still present an
aggregate of great artistic achievement.

It is probable that the pictorial conception of the Paradise of the West is Chinese.
The architectural setting is purely Chinese. The musicians play upon Chinese instru-
ments. Clouds, foliage, birds and water are all treated in Chinese style. The costumes
of the Divinities, although Indian, are drawn with Chinese feeling. The Lokapalas are
Chinese warriors, harnessed and equipped in native fashion.

In the Jataka and legendary scenes the artists appear to have discarded the hampering
restrictions of imported conventions and have worked in the freer and more human atmoe-
phere of their own style. This is seen in the fragments of (b) banners Ch. Iv. 0010 and
0011 and down the sides of such (a) banners as Ch. lv. 0033 and 0047.

The banners made of linen canvas are of both (#) and (b) types but the painting is
very much coarser and has little charm of colour or design.

The few paper banners are of inferior execution generally.

Apart from the great find at Ch’ien-fo-tung, some fragments of the highest importance
to the study of Chinese painting of the T’ang period are those found in an Astina grave,
Ast. iii. 4. 010. These are detached portions of a makimono-like scroll containing scenes
in which ladies with attendants appear beneath trees, perhaps listening to the music of
a sort of mandoline played by a woman and watching the movements of a dancer. The
falling petals of the blossoming fruit trees and the joyous flight of birds suggest, as
Mr. Laurence Binyon says, a festival of Spring. The condition of the painting is ama-
zingly clean and fresh although dating from the early eighth century A.D., but the silk
itself is very brittle and has broken into many small pieces. In some places the black
outlining paint has corroded the fabric causing sections to drop out. The scenes are
divided from each other by strips of silk damask pasted vertically across the surface and
similar silk has been pasted along the upper and lower edges to form borders.

Of an entirely different type are the large hanging and pall found in Astana grave
ix. They are crudely painted on natural-colour silk and represent, to life-size scale,
the legendary hero Fu-hsi and his consort Nu-wa with long, entwined serpentine bodies.
On the background are appropriate stellar constellations. '

Drawings and Block Prints.

The large number of drawings on paper, mostly mere fragments, are of great interest.
Those on extremely thin paper are probably tracings from originals. Others although
but slight sketches, show considerable knowledge of form and facility of execution.

Ast. vi. 3. 05. is a drawing of an interesting scene closely resembling certain sculptured
stone reliefs of the Han period found at Shan-tung and reproduced in E. Chavannes’
Mission archeologique dans la Chine septentrionale. Although the drawing is poor it tells the
whole story quite effectually.
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The group of galloping horses shown in M. Tagh 0655. a is a very spirited sketch,
full of character and exhibiting the Chinese genius for portraying movement. '

The fragments from Khara-khoto (K. K. II) are full of interest and are described in
detuil in the Catalogue (See pp. 261, 262) K. K. II. 0313. a, and K. K. IL. 0313. ¢, are
particularly good.

The art of engraving and printing from wood blocks is very early in China and seems
to have developed to meet the demand for copies of Buddhist texts, mantras and prayers,
Accumulation of merit by the repetition of prayer is greatly helped by printing; for any
mechanical means of multiplication seems to be authorized.

Amorg the Chinese rolls secured by Sir Aurel Stein from the “ Thousand Buddhas”
is the earliest known specimen of printing, now in the British Museum, and identified
by Dr. Lionel Giles as a copy of the Fo shuo kuan shih yin ching, chapter 25 of Miao fa
lien hua ching (Saddharma-pundarika-sutra). From the characters of the script and the
nature of the paper he considers it to date from about the 8th century A.D.

The pictorial block-prints in the collection are mostly illustrations to Buddhist cano-
nical texts and are reproductions of outline drawings, evidently intended originally to be
coloured either by hand or, less probably, by colour blocks. No shading is used but some
show a fine and discriminating use of solid black.

A printed roll from the “ Thousand Buddhas” shrine, Ch. ciii. 0014, in the British
Museum, contains the complete text of the Vajracchedika, and has at the beginning a
frontispiece printed from a block cut in outline representing Sakyamuni enthroned, surroun-
ded by shaven monks and divinities. The date of this roll corresponds with 868 A.D.
and is the earliest pictorial wood-cut at present known.

A picture representing two acrobatic dancers (Kao. 05) is a fine piece of work. In
this there is a restrained application of supplementary tints which appear to have been
washed in with a brush but may be a skilful combination of colour-block printing and
brush work. There seems to be no religious significance in the picture, from which it
may be assumed that pictorial printing enjoyed a popular appeal apart from canonical
requirements.

The collection of block-print fragments from the Khara-khoto ruins evince the en-
graver’s skill equally with the fine sense of composition and knowledge of form possessed
by designers of the period. K. K. IL. 0233. b, 0280. a and 0290. a are fragments of a
remarkably elaborate composition, full of interesting detail. Fragments K. K. II. 0242.
a. i-vili are mostly disconnected pieces of a very beautiful scheme of illumination for a
canonical text or invocation. K. K. II. 0241. a, 0284. a and 0285. b. vi are leaves from
illustrated books in the Hsi-hsia character. The third picture from the top on the lefthand
side of K. K. II. 0284. a appears to represent the same incident as that of the wall painting
€Ch. II. a. 036 in Case A, Room IIl in the Central Asian Antiquities Museum, New Delhi.

The text of the K. I. prints is practically all in Hsi-hsia character and therefore
indicates for them a period from about the middle of the eleventh to the beginning of the
thirteenth century A.D. '

Kashgar to Khotan,

Kashgar, formerly Su-1é, received its present name after the Arab Conquest in 715-
16 A.D. Tt was a place of some importance as a junction of routes between China and
the West. The Chinese Buddhist pilgrim Chih-meng records having seen there the begg-
ing-bowl and spittoon of Buddha. The Hinayana form of Buddhism seems to have been
practised there at that time,

The route from Kashgar to Khotan runs generally in a S.E. direction, passmg through
the following places. The distances, in a direct line, are approximate.

Sites in or near to the Khotan Qasis.

The Khotan oasis extends for 40 miles along the foot of the outer hills of the Kun-
lun range. It has been the chief source of supply of jade for China from the earliest times
-and its ancient silk industry still flourishes. The romantic story of the first introduction
of silk into Khotan, recorded by the Chinese Buddhist pilgrim Hsiian-tsang (first half of
VIIth century A.D.), is told in Amncient Khotan. Paper, carpets and felts are old indus-
tries of the oasis, still followed. The pottery industry of antiquity attained a high standard
of craftsmanship as the examples in the collection testify.

The ancient capital of Khotan is identified with YOTKAN, a group of detached
hamlets about 5 miles west of Yangi-shahr, the Chinese town of Khotan, and it is from
this site that a larce number of objects have been recovered.

NAGHARA-KHANA is 4 miles south-west and CHALMA-KAZAN 11 miles south of
Khbotan town, just beyond the southern edge of the oasis. The following distances are
mainly reckoned from the town of Khotan. KARA-SAI, 32 miles north-west and out-
«ide the oasis. TARISHLAK, 20 miles due north. MAZAR TAGH, 150 miles north,
ISLAMABAD, about 50 miles north-north-east, the northernmost outlying settlement of
the Khotan district. KHITAI-OILIK lies 20 miles north of Islamabad on thke Karakish
river. KOK-KUM-ARISH, 14 miles north-north-east. RAWAK, 4% miles further in the
same direction. KINE-TOKMAK, 2 or 3 miles north-east of Rawak. JIYA, 7 miles
north-east of Khotan town; SUYA, 10 miles. HANGUYA TATI, about 15 miles east-
north-east. TAM-OGHIL, 6 miles east. SIYELIK. 10 miles east. AKTEREK 13
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miles east, and SAMPULA, 13 miles south-east. The YANGI-DARYA is a stream Iunning
north and south through the western part of the oasis and is an offshoot of the Kars.
kash river which it rejoins about 25 miles further north.

Nore oN YOTkaN PoTrerv. A large proportion of the objects acquired at Khotap
and Yotkan consists of terra-cotta fragments of vessels and more or less complete
figurines. At the period represented by this mass of material, described in detail in the
following lists, Yotkan seems to have been the centre of a very flourishing pottery industry,
It is noticeable that there is practically no glazed ware, the specimens being unglazed ter-
racotta of a very rich colour, generally of fine texture and most skilfully fired. From the
fragments of vessels of useful size it is evident that decorative treatment was popular and
that in both design and execution the art had attained a very high standard. Decora-
tion was mainly of two kinds, generally combined; incised ornament done partly with
a point and partly with ring-and-dot punches, and applied ornaments cast in separate
moulds and plastered on to the vessels by the usual potter’s method, before firing. This
part of the work was the least satisfactory and accounts for the many detached appliqué
pieces which have separated from their parent vessels and the handles, etc., which, cast
in two halves have come apart. Careful examination of the appliqué ornaments shows
that a certain amount of tooling was sometimes done tc them after being turned out of
the mould. The character of the designs is of considerable interest, embodying as they
do motifs referable to Hellenistic, Iranian, Indian, and occasionally, Mongolian sources.
The grotesque masks, for example, range from a classical gorgon type, through the Indian
kirtthimiikhi to the Chinese t’ao-t’-ieh or ‘‘ glutton head ”. The introduction of the
vine, the rhyton and Bacchic motifs; of elephants, Buddha figures and the lotus, further
attest the complexity. The grotesque zoomorphic handles, of which there are several
varieties, recall some of the bronzes of Luristan.

The large number of grotesque monkey figurines show great fertility of invention
and a strong sense of humour. The use of moulds in producing them is probable but
they depend for their individual character upon the hand manipulation after casting,
Their purpose is at present a matter of speculation.

All the Yotkan antiques were acquired by purchase either at Yotkan or at Kbotan.

Nore oN WOODEN LOCKS OF TURKESTAN.—The lock consists of three principal parts :
(1) the body or case; (2) the tumbler block with its tumblers; (3) the bolt.

The Body is a beavy block, of oblong section and of a length sufficient for fixing to
the door or lintel by means of a broad tenon provided at one end and pierced with two
dowels.

A hole for bolt and key runs transversely through the block and is of rectangular shape,
broader in its upper than in its lower part, the difference in width being effected by two
shoulders on which the lower edges of the bolt rest and slide. In interior upper part of
block or case, a hollow is excavated for reception of tumbler block, which is hidden from
view. Fig. 3. A,

The Tumbler block is a hard piece of wood about $” thick and 23}"x 13" on its
lower face, the upper slightly smaller by reason of the two shorter sides being chamfered
upwards ; see Kha. ix. IL. b, ix. 0012. In this block four or more funnel-shaped holes are
drilled, narrow end downwards, and into these are placed the same number of loose tapering
pegs of hard wood 1” long and of such diameter that when allowed to drop, their narrow
ends project through the holes for a length of }”, the broad ends preventing them from drop-
ping completely through. Fig. 3. B, C.

The Bolt is a relatively long rectangular prism of wood with three of its lower edges
slightly raised, that is to say, a broad flat shallow channel is sunk along its under-surface,
reserving a narrow margin at the long sides which slide upon the shoulders cut in the case;
and reserving also a small portion of the (outer) end; see Kha. ix. 0011. Holes are dril-
led vertically through the bolt, coinciding exactly, when the bolt is thrown, with the holes
in the tumbler block above. In this position the loose tumblers project downwards into
the holes and prevent the bolt being moved either way-—in fact locking it. It will be
seen that the tumbler block is free and rests upon the upper face of the bolt, thereby en-
suring constant contact in spite of wear or shrinkage. Fig. 3. B.

To prevent the complete withdrawal of the bolt when unlocked and the consequent
escape of the tumbler block, which would then be free to drop out, a deep groove is sunk
in the outer vertical side of the bolt about 12" in length and about centrally between the
ends. A wooden peg of suitable diameter driven through from the outer end of the lock

case, into the bolt chamber until it projects inside sufficiently to engage with the groove
16 a
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checks the traverse of the bolt in both directions. It is thus obvious that in putting the
lock together the procedure would be, first, to insert the tumbler block with its loose peg,
up into the hollow provided; then, to turn the case upside down so that the tumblers
would retire ; next, the bolt would be slid into its hole, and, finally, the peg (traverse
check) would be driven through to make all secure. The lock would then be ready for
fixing to door or hntel.

The Key is a flat rectangular prism of wood having projecting pins on its upper side,
of size, prcjection and disposition corresponding with the holes in the bolt; see Kha. v.
001, etc. In use, the key would be thrust into the key-hole (the lower and narrow part
of the transverse hole) and then lifted to bring the pins into the four holes in the bolt.
Pressing them home, the tumblers would be lifted clear of the bolt which could then be
withdrawn. Fig. 3. B.

The principle of this lock is probably very ancient and was very widespread. Aristo-
phanes, in Thesmophoriazuse makes the women complain that their husbands carried the
patent Laconian key, described as having three teeth which seems to suggest this type
of lock; an assumption strengthened by the example of a Roman lock probably from
Pompeii and the collection of keys exhibited in the Greek and Roman Galleries of the British
Museum. These are of metal and the tumblers of the lock are not free but are attached
to a flat spring to force them into position. A bronze lock of a modified pattern, ascribed
to the Romans, has recently been discovered in Syria. In Kgypt, wooden locks more closely
resembling the Kha. example, and of recent make (nineteenth to twentieth century) are
found. A similar but more roughly made lock comes from Bornu, W. Sudan, while the
Leys of the treasury of the Mahdi at Dongola attest the use of a similar lock there. All
of these later examples quoted, however, have metal pins in the key and metal tumblers
in the locks and are less skilful in their construction than those of Central Asia. We may
at present regard the Kha. lock as embodying local modification due to its entirely wood
construction and to the mechanical and technical skill of the locksmith.

The patterns are formed by the warp threads, some
of which are arranged in definite bands, as for instance the blue in L. C. 07. a., and the
green in L. C. 08; other colours such as the ground and some of the yellows arc carried
right across. The ““ warp-rib ”’ weave does not not appear in the figured silks of Astana which
are several centuries later in date, by which time the twill weave seems to have entirely
superseded the earlier method and many of the early patterns have completely disappeared.

L. C. iii. 02. Fragment of polychrome figured silk. Design consists of two detach-
ed fragments of cloud scroll, one smaller than the other, very decoratively drawn and
vaguely suggesting animal and bird forms. (For similarly elusive suggestion, ¢f. L.C.
02 and Ast. vi. 02.). This pair of forms is repeated across the tabric. Colours: rich
blue, two tones of buff and green, on rich dark bronze ground. Fine example.

CH’IEN-FO-TUNG (the Caves of the Thousand Buddhas) lies 10 miles SSE of Tun-
huang. AN-HSI, on the Su-lo-ho, 68 miles ENE of Tun-huang, is the junction of the
Hami and the southern routes. SO-YANG-CH’ENG is about 28 miles SE in a straight
line from An-hsi and about 5 miles south of the Ch’iao-tsu oasis. WAN-FO-HSIA
(valley of the Myriad Buddhas) lLies 32 miles south of An-hsi. CH'TAO-WAN-CHANG
is 48 miles cast of An-hsi on the Su-lo-ho. KAN-CHOU is about 300 miles SE from
An-hsi. At about 30 miles south of Kan-chou is MA-TI-SSU. The stucco plaques
from this site and those from Wan-fo-hsia are from the walls of cave temples.

Ch. 020, 022, 027. Plaques in relief, similar to Ch. 01, ete., but figure is corpulent
and has front of body exposed to stomach; left leg crossed, right knee raised and foot
planted on dsana ; left hand on left knee; coloured red, green, purple, white and blue.

Ch. 023, 024, 026, 028. Plaques in relief; monk seated in niche as Ch. 01 but in Euro-
pean pose, both feet on mat; lips parted showing teeth in painful smile; has open scroll
on knees; colouring similar to Ch. CI.

Temple valance composed of a great number of fragments of plain and
figured silk arranged as follows: at top, a flat band to lower edge of which are attached
vandyked tabs and streamers at irregular intervals, the tabs generally sligh tly overlapping
at their upper angles. The streamers are sometimes in one piece, often backed with a
different colour, or are composed of a series of overlapping triangular (““ vandyke ”’) pieces.
The most striling pattern is that of the band which shows a large circular medallion in two
concentric zones round a central rosette, outer zone made up of two pairs of confronting,
galloping, long-antlered, spotted deer, separated by a hbold floral bunch at the cardinal
points ; the inner zone is a wreath of eight flowers alternately different, linked by scrolling
stems. The “ spandril” spaces between medallions are filled with an arrangement of
thick interlacing stems with tassel-like or floral ends. The whole design is finely drawn
and while being Sasapian in its ‘“set out” is probably Chinese in drawing and execution.
Valances of this general form may be seen represented as a frieze in several of the wall
paintings in the Central Asian Antiquities Museum, New Delhi, and in drawings and paint-
ings as altar drapery.

Remains of embroidered banging; dark blue loosely-woven gauze, backed
with plain blue silk and embroidered with floral “ all-over ” design with birds and butter-
flies; very fragmentary; Chinese.

The following very brief descriptions are compiled from the lists given in Serindia,
pp. 937-1088 and those in the Catalogue of Paintings by Arthur Waley. For
fuller details these two works should be consulted.

figure. Elegant jewelled tiara held by white taenia with long streaming ends falling to
front. Elaborate jewelled garlands and ear-rings. Halo behind head and canopy above
supporting flaming jewels and pendent tassels. Above canopy, a painted valance.

Ch. 003. Banner with head-piece, streamers and weighting-piece similar to preceding
except silk of head-piece which is cream colour gauze. Subject: standing Bodhisattva
on hlue lotus, hands crossed in front of waist.

Ch. 0011. Standing Avalokete§vara holding red lotus in right hand; left at breast,
palm out; skirt, short, painted in horizontal bands, orange, crimson and green, with flower
pattern in red and black; no stole; green moustache and imperial.

Ch. 0016. Standing Avaloketesvara on blue lotus, with willow spray in right hand,
left hand at side: skirt with spot leaf-pattern; no stole.
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Ch. 0019. Fragment showing vision of descent ¢f infant Buddha on white elephant
supported o cloud, towards sleeping Queen Maya ; Buddha wears loin-cloth and his hands
ave in anjdlt-mudrd.

Banner: Viriipiksha standing on blue demon; he is in the elaborate
armour of a Chinese warrior and holds a sheathed sword resting its lower end on demon’s
head. Part of painting lost; accessories preserved.

Ch. €023. Banner: Mafijusri supported by a pink lotus on white lion; part of
painting missing and also weighting-piece.

Lower streamers painted
with floral scrolls in silver (?) now black-grey. 0055, Avaloketeévara; accessories lost;
stands on scarlet lotus and holds long-stemmed purple lotus. 0081, figure stands on twe
lotuses, brown and red; right hand in witarka-mudrd; left at breast holding blue
pothi (?) in right hand; accessories lost. 00109, faces spectator, head turned towards
left shoulder; scarlet lotus in right hand; colours nearly all gone; accessories lost.
00112, fragment; forehead to knees; hands in anjali pose. 00113, lower partonly;
pink padmasana on which rest bare feet below a dull blue skirt; stole, crimson, lined
orange. 00463, lower draperies only. 00464. (a), shoulders to hips only; right hand
holds rosary. 00464. (b), feet and end of skirt. i. 002, shows three-quarter back view of
walking figure in dignified pose holding coil of stole in left hand and pink lotus at shoulder-
level in upraised right hand ; a separate lotus under each foot; crimson skirt, large brown-
crimson bow at back of neck with long broad end hanging down giving vertical lines in
contrast with the hollow line of the back ; close-fitting crimson turban with gold ornaments
and a large open-work gold ornament projecting from it at back containing the horn-like
top-knot (?). Halo represented in perspective as a vertical ellipse in thin outline so as not
to interfere with the view of that part of the head included in it.

—Weighting-piece, covered
with buff silk damask in fret pattern and painted like the streamers. Subject of banner :
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standing Avalokete§vara, three-quarter face, holding pink lotus in left hand at breast level
and flask in right hand at waist level. Figure has shoulders thrown back and waist
forward, giving a very hollow curve to the back, which is accentuated by the dragging
forward of the folds of the shoulder drapery (stole) due to the positions of the arms ang
also by the backward sweep of the long end of the stole faliing from the left forearm.
The masses of black hair behind shoulders give strength to this part of the design,
Padmasana, shaded purple ; skirt, dull orange ; stole, light blue ; waist-cloth, white ; jewelled
tlara with shaded purple lotus upraised in scrolled golden stem as a kind of crest; white
taenia ; hair in horn-like top-knot bent backwards.

0024, bead, shoulders and draperies at waist
only of Bodhisattva. xxiv. 006, standing Bodhisattva on blue lotus, skirt raised to show
legs; all accessories lost. xxvi. a.

Ch. 0028. Standing Avaloketesvara on two lotuses; willow-spray in right hand,
flask in left; Dhyini Buddha in muluto.

CL. 0029. Painting of the Thousand Armed Avaloketesvara with donors, man and
wolman.

Ch. 0030. Banner: scenes from the life of Buddha, arranged in registers one above
the other. (1) The teacher Arjuna testing the knowledge of the Bodhisattva in the presence
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of a second scholar, Devadatta. (2) Wrestling match. (3) Probably a trial ot strength.
(4) Perhaps the Bodhisattva casting out the dead elephant.

Ch. 0031. Fragment of painting: head and shoulders of VaiSravana, Guardian of
the North with devi; VaiSravana in scale armoured coat, tiara and ear-rings; white
‘streamers at ears; top of halberd with pennon and streamers over right shoulder.

Upper register: Prince with trisula
head-dress, seated; middle register: five horsemen, Suddhodana’s messengers, riding
through hilly country in presence of the Prince; lower register: Buddha seated on golden
throne under canopy and Bodbi-tree preaching to three laymen who kneel before him ;

lalitdisana pose. Before Bodhisattva group on either side kneels a celestial musician, ope
playing on lute with plectrum and the other on a zither; other musicians and dancer perform
before central altar. At bottom on left a standing Buddha with Bodhisattva, a nymph and
two buman-headed Garudas, one of whom plays the clappers. Infant souls disport them-
selves in the water where are also ducks.

Large painting; subject: eleven-headed Avalokete$vara with
attendants and donors; attendants: two Lokapalas, Bodhisattvas of Sun and Moon,
Sri Devi and Rishi Vasu and two demons in bottom corners. Heads of donors at bottom-—
three women and four men in tenth century costume.

upper part only.
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Ch. 00157. Painting: subject: seated Avaloketesvara in vajrasana, hands in wvitarka-
mudrd.

In the centre of the railing
is an open section where is a sort of gangway plank on which stand five birds, parrot,
peacock, white crane, jivajiva (two-headed) and pheenix. On each side of Amitabha
is a very decorative slim shaft topped with a flaming ball and rising from behind his
shoulders two tree stems carrying the floral canopy above. On the further terrace are
two banana plants. In the sky are floating Gandharvis, Bodhisattvas, infants and
musical instruments. On the pavement in front are eight seated Bodhisattvas, each
on a lotus, four to right and four to left. Near centre are the donors on mats, and to
right and left of them two large infants. (For further details see Serindia, p. 1049).

Ch. hLii. 002. Part of painting: subject: Paradise of Bhaisajyaguru. An elaborate
scheme of terraces and pavillions over the Lake of Rebirth. In centre, Bhaisajyaguru
seated on lotus with attendant Bodhisattvas, monks, etc., musicians and dancer. At
sides are small scenes, those to left lost; to right, the Nine Forms of Violent Death are
illustrated of which eight remain.

Ch. liv. 001. Part of painting: subject: Thousand-armed Avalokite§vara with
attendant divinities and donors. (For translation of dedicatory inscription see Waley,
pp. 291-292).

Ch. liv. n02. Banner: side streamers missing; head-piece embroidered with floral
design bordered with terra-cotta coloured damask painted with cloud scrolls in silver (%);
weighting-piece painted with floral design; subject: Vajrapani in violent pose on two
lotuses, right arm upraised, left down, holding vajra.

Ch. lv. 006. Banner: subject: Bodhisattva standing on lotus.
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Ch. lv. 008. Bannmer: accessories lost; .subject: Vajrapﬁni standing on
and supporting vajra on open palm of right hand.

Ch. lv. 0010. Banner: subject: Life of Buddha. (1) Queen Maya asleep on couch
while three divinities kneeling on cloud, adore the unborn Buddha. (2) Queen Maya
seated in open palanquin carried by four bearers on the way to the Lumbini Garden, two
additional bearers carry trestles on which to rest the palanquin when bearers change about.
(3) Birth of prince; Maya stands with right arm raised, grasping the bough of & tree and
the infant dives out from the opening of the wide sleeve; a kneeling woman holds a lotus
in which to receive hum and two other women stand supporting Maya.

Ma-ti-ssu 010. Carved panel. Three boards of unequal width, 1 inch thick, are
butted together and held by two battens at back about 1} inches thick and 2} inches
wide, fastened by sliding into shallow dovetail groove, the edges of battens being cut to
fit dovetall. To the board thus formed are applied a carved border of bold ‘ torus”
section, an inner flat border and in a row along middle board of panel, four bosses carved
with Chinese symbols.

Torus is mitred at corners and has slightly projecting continuous flat members on
each side, by which it is fastened to board by wrought-iron nails.  Flat inner border
fastened by means of wooden dowel-pins.  Bosses have chamfered border and are fastened
to board by means of iron nails. The whole is oblong, the short edges vertical.

Upper and lower borders are carved with a group of five (upper) and three (lower)
mountain peaks as the central feature, the central peak supporting an uncaived boss or
disc. Right and left a sinuous snake-like, three-toed dragon with almond-shaped hairy
tail, energetically striding away from centre, but neck and head recurved towards centre.
Head was carved in separate piece and in each case is missing, the dowel only remaining.
Body scaly.

Floral scroll-work of trefoil leaves in profile forms a background to dragons on a
generally slightly lower plane. Vertical sides have five Chinese cloud scrolls with the edge
of a kind of sunflower throwing out five long curving streamers. Background to clouds,
similar to that of dragoms, Corners of torus have finely designed peonies in profile.

The carving is in typical Chinese style such as used in lac-carving. The bold curve
of contour of moulding conveys a fictitious impression of high relief in the carving.  The
work is pierced through and hollowed away at back in a semi-tubular form, sinular to

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Inner border about § inches thick, flat, and carved with V-cuts into very accurate
Chinese fret. One long side (top) only preserved. On fret are two crouching hares
facing each other at a distance apart of one third the length of border; carved in separate
pieces, rather flat and pegged on, each with three wooden pins. Corners masked by
separately carved peony (one missing) pegged on. The four circular bun-shaped boses
along centre are pierced like torus and the Chinese characters have background of clouds,

Traces of red paint in protected parts.  Strips of wood with channelled front edge,
frame the whole on two sides.

Ma-ti-ssu 01, 02, 04-06, 08, 09. Seven relief plaques; oblong; from walls of cave-

shrine. 01, 02, seated Bodhisattva in dhott and stole, on lotus with lotus-petal-shaped
vesica ; three discs on field of vesica, one behind head and one on each side, these latter
probably Sun and Moon. 04-06, in Gandhara style and show Buddha seated on padma-
sana supported by kneeling elephants under pillared and straight-lintelled shrine. 04,
shows detail of lotus base and capital to pillars, double rectangular abacus and relief of
two deer, facing each other across flaming jewel (?) on top of straight crenelated roof at
angles of which are birds. This probably symbolises the First Sermon in the Deer Park
at Benares. Remains of red paint on all, and traces of gilding. All badly discoloured.

Ma-ti-ssu 0l1. Strong canvas; subject: Buddha enthroned holding bowl from which

flames appear to issue. Right and left are standing attendants, each carrying a
similar bowl and a staff with loose rings and vajra as insignia. The pillar on each side
of Buddha is composed of an elephant, a lion and a man in black top-boots wearing a
mask ; above, cloud-scroll of elaborate type, from which develops a dragon on each side
and a blue jewel. Immediately over centre of main figure, a flying Garuda-like creature.

Bodhisattvas and demons are lavishly distributed over general ground, with a back
ground of blue sky and clouds. Poses of figures are dramatic and well drawn. Several
types of head-dress are worn.

Two or three (?) Tibetan characters recur frequently on dsanas and halos. On central
padmasana, a character seems to have been written on each petal.  Final painting has
not followed original sketch, which has come through in places. All flesh is gilded except
that of demons. 4 feet 4 inches by 2 feet 5} inches. Much worn on surface.

Following the course of the Kan-chou river from Kan-chou in a NW. direction for
about 160 miles and then bearing N., Mao-mei is reached about 125 miles from Kan-chou.
Here the river becomes the Etzin-gol and continues its course in a NNE. direction.
KHARA-KHOTO is near the river and 135 miles NNE. from Mao-mei. ADUNA-KORA
is close to Khara-khoto, about 3 miles NW. of K. K. Fort. The Salt lake Sokho-nor is
about 40 miles N. of Khara-khoto and the site E. G. is 8. of that lake.

The peculiar splay action of the yak is cleverly caught and contrasts with gracefy]
movement of horse. The persons are riding through scrolls probably representing clouds.

Quality of drawing is strong and rapid; movement through the air expressed by
agitated draperies even more than by attitude of animels.

The style of painting recalls irrestibly Japanese work in so far as the precision of crafts.
manship is concerned. All the work is clean-cut and decisive. There is no background,
but trees near the figures are introduced perhaps to indicate open air. Birds flying and
blossoms falling serve the same purpose; but there is no perspective, no atmosphere and
these accessories are dry and hard.

The figures are, however, very human in an unemotional placid way. The faces are
pale pink, perhaps white, delicately tinted on cheek and eyelids with an artificial blush,
The eyes are long and narrow and in the attendants more oblique than in the “ quality ”.

The coiffures are elaborate but very neat and precise. One person is holding in her
hand an object which resembles a jewelled toupee. The ladies appear to aflect a turban-
like arrangement with a knot in front (resembling the toupee referred to) and a long double-
barred gold pin on the right side. Attendants have the bair parted in the middle and
folded in sleek bundles over the ears, which are covered. One person has what looks like
a long wolf’s tail all over the head and hanging on the left shoulder. Two evidently supe-
rior persons have a blue cloth projecting in a loose round fold above the forehead from the
back of the *‘ turban ”.

The dress of attendants is a single loose overall reaching to ankles, with long sleeves,
simple, round neck-opening and narrow belt. The ladies wear a long trailing robe held up
from the high waist-band by braces passing generally over a loose mantle. This drapes
the shoulders with a V-opening in front, from which issues a white fichu or kerchief, falling
in trumpet folds to a point about waist level. All drapery is simply drawn and is very
graceful. A darker tint is used to express folds, which are also indicated by black contour
lines. A small spot pattern is frequently introduced all over the draperies. Foliage on
trees i in two tints of green, dark and light, and every leaf is outlined with black. The
dark green is the outer plane, and the light the under.

A tilaka of various forms is painted in red on all faces and always a crescent in red
beside each eye; ¢f. clay mecdel Ast. ii. 2. 022. ‘

All the colours, which are opaque, are perfectly fresh and the harmony is charming.
Some of the pigments appear to have had a corrosive effect on the silk as frequently the out-
lines of missing pieces are accurately left. Black outlines are often softened hy a grey
line below or heside.

lifted in her right hand a pair of compasses and some other, rod-like ohject. From below-
skirt issue two intertwined serpentine bodies roughly painted with scales and dots. Be-
tween heads is the sun-disc surrounded by a string of stars (discs); other stars are scattered
on the back-ground, the constellation of the Great Bear (?) beside Fu-hsi. Fu-hsi has a
small moustache and a square white patch cross-hatched with black on front of head-dress,
a pin stuck through hair and a black line arched over top of head. Nu-wa has a three
lobed coiffure. Both have hair hanging down side of face and over ear a white band with
wavy line down it. Fach has a red tilaka on forehead.

About 37 miles further SW. along the Korla route is Kara-shahr where the route bends
SSW. and about 10 miles beyond runs near BAGDAD-SHAHRI. 16 miles SSW. from
Kara-shahr is the MING-OI OF SHORCHUK. KORLA is 19 miles SW. of Ming-oi.
20 miles ENE. of Ming-oi is KHORA. About 100 miles from Korla in a south easterly
direction is YING-P‘AN. 66 miles SSE. of Ying-p‘an is MERDEK. This Korla-Ying-p‘an
route runs towards Lou-lan and has watch towers along its course from which a tew anti-
quities were recovered. Continuing from Korla westward for about 60 miles, AGHRAK
is reached and after another 100 miles, KUCHA. 44 miles SE. of Kuchia is KHITAI-
SHAHRI. TONGUZ-BASH is 38 miles SW. of Kucha. TOGHRAK-AKIN and TAJIK
lie about 38 miles nearly W. ot Kuchi. YULDUZ BAGH is about 20 miles WSW. of
Kucha and about 70 miles W. of Kucha and 5 miles S. of the Muz-art river are the Cave-
temples of JIGDALIK.
