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The whole aim of the organisation of a Map Library is to 
arrange and catalogue the contents in  such a way a s  t o  make a l l  
the information i t  contains readily available for consultation 
and use, t o  keep the col lect ion up t o  date, and ta assure tkt 
new maps received can be assimilated i n  the shortest  possible 
time, 

The arranging and cataloguing involves the development of 
a s e r i e s  of processes, one following logical ly upon the other, 
through which a map passes from the time i t  is received unt i l  
it has been recorded i n  a map catalogue and put away i n  a map 
press. Where the  reorganisation of  an existing col lect ion is 
involved each map should be regarded a s  one newly acquired and 
t reated accordingly. 

Procedure 

Upon the receipt of a map or  s e r i e s  of maps the catalogue i s  
consulted t o  see *ether it i s  already held. I f  it i s  found 
not to be i n  the Library it is  compared with maps of the  same 
area and scale  to  see whether i t  contains aqything new e i the r  
i n  d e t a i l  o r  i n  s%le. I f  such i s  the case the  map is passed 
t o  the Accessions Department where d e t a i l s  of t i t l e ,  nunber of 
s b e t s ,  scale,  date and source a r e  recorded, d e r  the date of 
reoeipt ,  i n  the Accessions Register and i t  i s  stamped with the 
Library stamp, The mag i s  then sent t o  be classif ied.  Here 
the  appropriate reference number is obtained from the c l a s s i f i -  
cat ion scheme and wri t ten on the map (see ,  Description and Use of 
the Classif icat ion Scheme, below). The m q  is then entered 
i n  the  proper sect ion of the  Handlist and a sequence number a l lo t -  
ted which is  a l s o  wri t ten on the map following the classif icat iom 
number. (see Handlist i?g, belm) , 

The map is  then sent  t o  the Catalogm Department when3 a 
catalogue card i s  prepared according to  the ru les  described below. 
The card is attached t o  the map and sent  for  checking, 

After  checking the m a g  i s  f i l e d  under i t s  reference nmber 
i n  a map p ress  and the catalogue card i s  sent  t o  the compiler 
of the  Accessions L i s t  (a document which shows a l l  accessions 
received over regular in t e rva l s ,  arranged according to areas,  and 
which i s  circulated t o  those interested). 



From here the catalogue card is  sent  to be typed. After  
typing the  card i s  checked f o r  e r ro r s  and then f i l e d  the card 
catalogue i n  i t s  proper place (see  'Order i n  the Card Catalogue', 
be1 w) . 

I n  the case of a map which forms p a r t  of a s e r i e s  alrea$r i n  
the Library, the  procedure i s  s l i g h t l y  different .  It i s  f i r s t  
checked agai-m t the relevant index and the s e r i e s  ledger,  alld 
i f  required the  reference-number of t h e  s e r i e s  is wr i t ten  on it 
and the necessary informa t ion recorded on the index i n  the 
s e r i e s  ledger. ( s e e  Indexing Se r i e s ,  below). It  w i l l  then be 
passed t o  the Catalogue Department , by-passing the c lass i f ica t ion  
ad handlisting stages. After i t  has been examined fo r  possible 
addi ti.ona1 en t r i e s ,  etc. by the Cataloguers, d e t a i l s  of sheet 
number, name, date, s ty le  a n d  source a r e  passed by than t o  the  
compiler of the Accessions List .  
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CLASSIFICATION 

DESCRIPTION 

The classification scheme which i s  appended is designed to 
enable maps to  be classif ied easily and quickly. The one aim 
i s  simplicity and care has been taken t o  keep the number of 
figures used a t  a minimum. 

provision is made for  all maps available and for  those which 
may become available in the future. A brief description of the 
scheme i s  as follows: 

Letters of the alphabet aie allocated to the main divisions, 
which are as follows: 

A The Universe (astronomic charts,  etc.) 

B The World 

C Europe 

D Asia 

E Africa 

F North pplerica 

G central  America and West Indies 

H South Bplerica 

I Australasia 

J pacif ic  Ocean (and islands not adjacent t o  continents) 

K Atlantic ocean(and islands not adjacent to continents) 

L Indian Ocean ( H II 11 1

N m t a r c t i c  Regions ( It II 11 1 



F i r s t  Subdivision 

Each of these divisions i s  then subdivided, each subdivision 
being given an azabic number. 

The world i s  divided into h e l v e  major areas. For example, 

B 1 = World general 

B 2 = Northern Hemisphere 

B 3 = Southern Hemisphere 

B 4 = Eastern Helnisphere 

etc. 

I n  the continental divisions C - I, M, N the subdivisions 
are allocated to  countries which are arranged in alphabetical 
order and numbered consecutively. For example, 

C 1 = Europe general 

C 2 = Europe, Seas, Gulfs, Channels, etc. 

C 3 = Andorra 

C 4 = Austria 

C 5 = Balkans 

etc. 

It should be noted that figure one following a l e t t e r  i s  
always reserved fo r  general maps of a continent, and f igure  2 for  
Seas, Gulfs, channels etc. 

Some areas have been placed under t h e i r  collective name i n  
the alphabetical order, f o r  example, Balkans, Balt ic  Sta tes ,  
Scandinavia. Where t h i s  i s  the case, countries which comprise 
the area are l i s t e d  in alphabetical order immediately following 
the collective names, and the sequence of numbers i s  carried 
through. For example : 

C 5 = Balkans (general) 

C 6 = Albania

Maps showing more than one continent would be c lass i f ied  in to  
the  appropriate subdivision of the World. For example, a map of 
Europe and Asia muld be c l a s s i f i ed  in to  B 6. 

Maps showbg more than one section of a continent m u l d  be 
c l a s s i f i e d  in to  the divis ion f o r  general maps of tha t  continent. 
For example, a map of Central  and South hfrica m u l d  be c l a s s i f i ed  
in to  E 1 . 

Maps showing more tkan one country would be c l a s s i f i ed  i n t o  
a compass divis ion of a continent. For example, a map of ~ u r m a ,  
Siam and French In& china would be c l a s s i f i e d  in to  the divis ion 
f o r  SoutkEas t  Asia, i.e. D 1 : 8. 

Maps showing mdre than one administrative d i s t r i c t  o r  pmvince 
would be c l a s s i f i ed  in to  a compass division of tha t  country. For 
example, a map of Brit tany, Normandy and An jou m u l d  be c l a s s i f i ed  
in to  the divis ion f o r  North-West France, i.e. C 21 : 3. 

Medium and large scale maps of areas  which f a l l  i n to  a 
pa r t i cu la r  administrative d i s t r i c t  o r  province would be c l a s s i f i ed  
i n t o  the division f o r  t h a t  province.

It is  desirable  tha t  the maps should be arranged the  m a p  
presses i n  a  ce r t ah  order within each general c l a s s i f i ca t ion  
division. That is, s e r i e s  of maps although c la s s i f i ed  a s  
general maps, should be separated from general maps one sheet  
and grouped i n  sca le  order. Since the order i n  the map presses 
follows the order in the  handl i s t s  the following blocks of 
sequence numbers a r e  a l l o t t e d  t o  map s e r i e s  within the various 
general c l a s s i f i ca t ion  divisions:

approximate result is  obtained the representative f ract ion is  
prefixed with the abbreviation f o r  the wold 'cik.cal. 

When a ser ies  of maps is published a t  various scales, 
additional entries are t o  be made f o r  each scale  (see Additional 
B t r i e s ,  below), 

Date - 
The date used i n  the heading is tha t  of the s i tua t ion  

portrayed on the map , i. e. the survey date or  revision date, 
The date of publication is only used when no other date is  given. 
Where the publication date di f fers  from the survey or  revision 
date i t  i s  entered a f t e r  the name of the publishing body or  
author. For example: 

I f  a map is undated, but an appro-te date can be arrived 
at  fmm the d e t a i l  shown on the map, this assumed date is used, 
but enclosed i n  square brackets, Cmprehensive dates are to be 
given f o r  a map i n  more than one sheet i f  they dif fer ,  f o r  
example 1927 - 35., 

For a ser ies  of maps i n  progress the date of the ea r l i e s t  
sheet i s  followed by a dash, the l a t e s t  date being added when the 
ser ies  i s  c q l e t e d ,

The complete reference m b e r  i s  entered here, T h i s  



reference rider w i l l  have been written on the map when i t  was 
handlisted. 

Publishing Body or  Author. 

The f u l l  name of the Publishing Body o r  Author i s  recorded. 
I f  the map i s  produced by a publishing body tha t  gives a code o r  
i d e n t u i c a t i o n  number to maps, that  rider is also recorded. 
For example: 

Exact T i t l e  

An exact transcription of the t i t l e  of the map i s  given. 
Recognised abbreviat ions may be used, and unnecessary words 
omitted providing the omission i s  indicated by three dots. 

I f  the t i t l e  i s  i n  characters other  than Roman, i t  i s  
t rans l i te ra ted  and, i f  necessary, translated, with a note added 
i n  brackets "In hss i an l ' ,  "In Bulgarian", "In Arabic", etc,  When 
a map i s  in two o r  more languages prefemnce should be given to  
the language in most cormnon use and a note added i n  brackets "In 
F'rench and Russian", "In English and Greek". 

I f  a map has no t i t l e ,  one i s  made up and enclosed in  square 
brackets. 

Short descriptive notes are added a f t e r  the t i t l e ,  on Insets ,  
Edition, Original material  and Supplementary material. 

a )  Inset note. The exact t ranscr ipt ion of the t i t l e  of an 
inse t  and i t s  scale  follows the map t i t l e  and i s  prefixed by the  
word INSEEP i n  square brackets, The same m l e s  f o r  t ranslat ion,  
t r ans l i t e ra t ion  and abbreviation a re  applied as  l a i d  down f o r  the 
map t i t l e .  For example: 

Recent sunreys i n  Southern Abyssinia 

L C s e Q  chart of t r iangulat ion 1/6,000,000 

If the i n s e t s  are  of suf f ic ien t  importance they a re  catalogued 
separately, and reference i s  made t o  the main maps.

Notes on the  source material  used 
f o r  a map should be quoted where possible. These notes usual ly 
appear on the map, and examples are: 

'Copied frum I t a l i a n  or ig ina l  ....... I 

'Reduced from Germany 1/25,000 sheets . . . . . . I 
"Copied from French o r ig ina l  dated 1936 with revision.. ' 

When the Library is  in possession of the  o r ig ina l  mater ial  
the reference number i s  quoted a f t e r  the note. 
For example: 

Germany. Copied from Topo raphische Karte 
( ~ e s s t i s c h b l l l t t e r )  ~ 2 2 ( 1 5 7  with revision from 
a i r  photos. 

d)  Supplement- material. When a ,nap o r  se r i e s  of maps i s  
supplemented by an index, book of tex t  o r  t r ans l i t e ra t ion  trace, 
t h i s  is  to  be mentioned a f t e r  the t f t l e .  In some cases the 
books of text  a re  separated fmm the maps t o  which they r e f e r  on 
account of t h e i r  s ize  and bulk, and are referenced as  books. 
men t h i s  i s  the case the reference number of the books w i l l  be 
quoted a f t e r  the note on supplemntary material .  A s imi lar  
reference t o  the maps w i l l  be made a f t e r  the t i t l e  on the card 
prepared f o r  the books. For example: 

Froptiere Greco - Sulgare ; Trai te  de Neuilly 
du 27 NOV. 191 9.
