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L PREFACE

IN view of the fact that 1907 would be the Centenary of Protestant Missionary effort in China, it was
decided by the China Inland Mission, towards the close of 1905, to publish a new Atlas of the Chinese
Empire, this Atlas to be accompanied by a book giving a geographical, historical, and missionary survey of
each province and dependency of that Empire. It was hoped that these companion volumes would be ready
for the Centenary Conference which was to take place in Shanghai during the spring of 1907. Through
unexpected delays it was, however, found impossible, without serious loss to the Atlas, to have the maps
ready in time, so the book entitled The Chinese Empire' was published first. The Atlas, which is now sent
forth to the public, has taken about two and a half years to prepare, and is in every respect an entirely new
work.

There are in all twenty-three maps. Eighteen of these cover the well-known eighteen provinces of
China Proper, and are on a scale of 1:3,000,000, or, roughly, about 47 miles to the inch; four are of the
great Dependencies, on a scale of 1:7,500,000, or nearly 120 miles to the inch; while one is a key map.
The preparation of the maps was undertaken by Mr. Edward Stanford, and the following are some of the
more recent surveys which have been utilised :—

For the Kokonor district, a compilation by the Royal Geographical Society.

For South-West Mongolia, the Russian Frontier Survey.

For regions in the north-east of Tibet, Carl Futterer’s and other travellers’ routes.

For Southern Chihli, a map by the Topographical Section of the British War Office, also the China
Field-Force Survey.

For Inner Mongolia, Lieut.-Colonel Wingate’s Survey.

For Manchuria, a map compiled by the Topographical Section of the British War Office.

For Shantung, Honan, Chekiang, and Szechwan, maps by the Topographical Section of the British
War Office.

For parts of Eastern China, the German War Office map.

For Kiangsu, the map by the Intelligence Branch of the Quartermaster-General’s Department,
Dehra Dun.

For Anhwei we are indebted to the surveys of Lieut.-Colonel Wingate and to the Topographical Section
of the General Staff of the War Office, and especially to Major Fraser.

For the region of the Poyang Lake, charts by the Admiralty and by Consul W. J. Clennell.

For the region of the Tungting Lake, the Admiralty Chart; and for the same region and Hunan gener-
ally, tracings and maps lent by Mr. A. H. Harris of the Chinese Imperial Maritime Customs, and by the
Rev. G. G. Warren of the Wesleyan Missionary Society.

For Yunnan, a map by Major Davies.

For parts of Kweichow, the maps of Consul Bourne’s Blackburn Commercial Mission,

For parts of Kwangsi, maps by the Rev. Louis Byrde of the Church Missionary Society.

For Hongkong and Kowlun, the Topographical Section of the British War Office.

For Western Kwangtung, maps by the Chambre de Commerce de Lyon.

For Hainan and Indo-China, the Carte de la Mission Pavie.

For India and the adjacent countries, the maps compiled in the Burma Surveys Drawing Office.

For the Chinese-Tibetan border, some charts drawn by Messrs. W. N. Ferguson and E. Amundsen of
the British and Foreign Bible Society, and Messrs. J. H. Edgar and J. R. Muir of the China Inland Mission.
Also local details from missionaries on the field and some at home on furlough.

The unexpected delay in the publication of the Atlas was to some extent occasioned through the
difficult question of Chinese orthography. After carefully considering the relative values of the various
systems in use, it was felt that the orthography adopted by the Chinese Imperial Post Office must ultimately
carry the day, since conformity to that spelling would be necessary in all postal and telegraphic communica-
tions with China, a usage which could hardly fail to be a determining factor of no small importance.

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The writer having put himself into communication with China upon this matter, was thankful to learn
that Sir Robert Hart had already commenced a thorough revision of the postal spelling, and the authorities
of the Chinese Imperial Post Offices at once evinced the greatest interest in the preparation of this new
Atlas, and most kindly responded by forwarding the writer early proof-sheets of the List of Imperial Post
Offices and of a postal Atlas in Chinese, from which all the telegraph stations, among other things, have been
located in this work.

It is probable that the romanisation adopted will not satisfy all sinologues, but academic considerations
have frequently to yield to a practical modus operandi. While referring to this orthography we perhaps
cannot do better than quote the Preface to the List of Chinese Imperial Post Offices, published by order of
the Inspector-General of the Chinese Imperial Maritime Customs and Posts. It reads as follows :—

“In the spring of 1906 a Joint Commission of the Imperial Post and the Imperial Telegraphs was
formed at Shanghai for the purpose of systematising the romanisation of names of places in China.
One essential condition was that the names so settled should be suitable for telegraphing, and this
precluded the use of hyphens, aspirates, and diacritic marks. Subject to this restriction, the
system followed has been, in the main, the Nanking syllabary as given in Giles’s Dictionary, except
for Kwangtung and a portion of Kwangsi, and partly for Fukien. Where in the north the
southern % or ¢s has been substituted for the local ck (as in Peking, Tientsin, Tsinan, ete.), it was
considered that a special rule for pronouncing the letters would allow the romanisation of non-
English-speaking people to be met as far as possible. The settled forms of names of places long
connected with foreign trade have been left generally unchanged; but the same respect has not
been shown to the eccentric spelling of the writers on the Taiping Rebellion, or of the railway
engineers who have surveyed so much of the country in the past few years.

“ The romanisation as now settled will not satisfy sinologues, but it is designed to provide a settled
form for the use of correspondents writing or telegraphing to places in the interior, with the
certainty that, in copying faithfully a postmark or letter-head, their communications will reach
the place indicated, and will not be sent elsewhere.

“ Where other means of distinguishing places have failed, an abbreviation of the name of the province
has been suffixed.”

It may be added that this new spelling has been recently brought to the attention of the British
Missionary Societies having work in China, with the hope that uniformity of usage may be adopted in all
missionary reports and other literature. Some of these Societies—the Dritish and Foreign Bible Society
being one of these—have already expressed their purpose of adopting it in their future publications, while
others are awaiting the opinions of their senior workers on the field before giving a final decision. If
uniformity of usage should be attained, it cannot but be a great advantage to all, and should the publication
of this Atlas assist that end, this will in itself be no small benefit.

A few words are necessary in regard to the marking of Protestant Mission Stations, The original idea
was to mark as Protestant Mission Stations all places where there were resident missionaries or Chinese
pastors. After having collated and examined the reports of all the British, American, and Continental
Missionary Societies having work in China, this basis was not found possible. For instance, the English
United Methodist Free Church has only two central stations, viz. Ningpo and Wenchow ; but their Secretary,
the Rev. Henry T. Chapman, supplied the writer with a list of fourteen places connected with Ningpo and
eighteen places connected with Wenchow, at all of which Chinese pastors were in residence. The scale of
the Atlas would not allow of these places being marked. Further, the question as to what constituted a
Mission Station was not easy of solution so as to meet the standards of all Societies. For instance, while
the China Inland Mission regards as stations those places where lady missionaries reside, the Church
Missionary Society in its report has some places with resident lady workers which are only classed as
out-stations. Under these circumstances, an absolute equality of treatment has not been possible; but,
generally speaking, it may be understood that a station has been regarded as that place which has a resident
missionary or missionaries,

In the prefatory matter will be found an alphabetical list of all Protestant Missionary Societies with
their date of entry, and a list of Protestant Mission Stations arranged according to provinces with the initials
of those Societies which have resident workers in each place. Those Stations of the English United Methodist
Free Church and of the American Methodist Episcopal Mission which have Chinese ordained ministers and
which could not be marked on the Atlas are given separately.

As not every Missionary Society publishes a map showing its stations, and as the maps published by
some Societies do not show all the places marked in their reports, it has been necessary to correspond with
not a few Societies and missionaries to try and locate each place. Even under these circumstances there are
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two or three places which it has not been possible to locate; but the writer can say that no pains have been
spared to make the Atlas as complete as possible and to identify places spelt differently on different maps
and by various Societies. The Chinese characters of thousands of places have had to be found on various
Chinese maps—the Chinese Atlas published by the Commercial Press of Shanghai being found specially
helpful—to ensure that each name was correctly romanised, for the places given in the Chinese Imperial
Post Otfice List are at present only a little over two thousand.

Among the tables originally intended for incorporation in the Atlas were tables of the Chinese cities
arranged under the DPrefectures and Provinces, but the recent publication of an English translation of
L. Richard’s Comprehensive Geography of the Chinese Empire and Dependencies has made this altogether
unnecessary. For fulness and accuracy of detail Father Richard’s work is altogether unparalleled, so far as
the Chinese Empire is concerned.

We would again, as we have in the Preface to The Chinese Empire, acknowledge the courtesy of M. de
Galembert, Imperial Postal Commissioner in Shanghai, and of Mr. Morse, Statistical Commissioner and
Postal Secretary of the Chinese Imperial Maritime Customs, for their courtesy in placing at the writer’s
disposal early proofs of the revised orthography adopted by the Postal and Telegraphic authorities in China ;
and also the kind assistance of Mr. James Stark, Secretary to the China Inland Mission Council in Shanghai,
for undertaking the negotiations in these and other matters. Special acknowledgment must be made of the
personal care and interest shown by Mr. John Bolton, F.R.G.S., of Mr. Edward Stanford’s firm, who has
superintended the geographical editing of the Atlas, and with whom the writer has had the privilege and
pleasure of co-operation in many details connected with the preparation of the maps for the press.

Early in the year rough proof-sheets of some of the maps were forwarded to Sir Robert Hart, whose
name and valued services will ever be inseparably connected with the recent history of the Chinese Empire,
and it is with much pleasure that we quote the following extract from his appreciative acknowledgment :—

‘“ PERING, March 3, 1908.

“. .. I am in the fullest sympathy with the geographical work you bring to my notice, and I am sure
the Atlas will be welcomed by all and will contribute to a better knowledge of this great country.
I agree with every word Sir Ernest Satow’s Preface contains, and I trust this enterprise—the
publication of The Chinese Empire, supplemented by Stanford’s New Atlas [the present volume]—
will have the fullest measure of success, and that the concluding words of the Editor’s preface
may be realised in the experience of those who are to be responsible for future action.

“ Regretting that my limited time does not allow me to do more than write this letter of sympathy,” etc.

For Sir Ernest Satow’s Preface and the concluding words of the Kditor’s Preface, to which Sir Robert
Hart alludes, the reader must be referred to the companion volume The Chinese Empire. With thankfulness
for the warm reception accorded to that volume, which has exceeded our expectation, the Atlas is now sent
forth with the earnest prayer that it may prove of value to all who are seeking the national, moral, and
spiritual welfare of the peoples of the Chinese Empire.
